FOOD TO LAST ONLY

WEEK OR 1 0 DAYS

ON HAND IN CITY

Strike Would Bring Starvation
Peril, Inquiry by

Woods Shows.

Information obtained by Pollen
Commissioner Woods y shows
that In tho event ot a railroad strlkt
New York City would have enough
food to last only a week or ten days.
The supply ot milk would become ex-

hausted within twenty-fou- r hours.
The Commissioner expressed alarm

when ho learned of the sltuutton, and
at once began making arrangements
so that food stuffs may be brought
to the city by automobiles and steam-
boats In the event of railroad trouble.

When the railroad atrlko first was
threatened Inspectors Cohen, O'llrlen
and Morris .wero appointed to can-

vass tho packing houses and find out
about the meats and then to soe the
wholesale flour dealers.

Tho commissioner sent circular
letters yesterday to 500 commission
merchants and wholesale dealers In
food commodities and fuel asking
them to give him a statement as to
tho amounts handled dally by them.
He also circularised fourteen of tho
largest railroad companies and re-

quested Immediate reports on the
goods they handle.

The following questions were asked
In tho letters to the wholesalers:

(1). How muoh In carloads does
your company need to supply the
regular trado In Nuw York City dally?

C). How iiuch In your Judgment
Is brought to Now York City weekly?

(S). How much weekly In oarlnads
would bo required to supply the city?

To tho railroad companion ho wrote:
"Will you bu guod enough to lot mo

know how many carloads of food
supplies your company brings to tho
city weekly, specifying different kinds
of foods? I want this Information In
view of tho altuatlun thut would be
created If there should be a genoral
railroad strike."

Packing houses have on hand enough
moats to lAJt a week or ten days.
This does not Include tho rofrlgorated
meat stuff s. The flour and grain mer-
chants said their supplies would not
last longer than a week.
