Though the company pald
8 per cent, dlvidends on fts $500,000 of stock In 1908, Campbell awore ha
had to borrow $40.000 to enable the company to keep on dolng busineas,
and if he hadn’t ralsed the price to nine cents his company ‘could not have
paid ita bille this year.'"
