To-da- y, when he wants to "corned
dock- - ana right Dnrcy, Ityan Is over
forty-si- x years old. Ho foutfit his
tint ring fight thirty yearn ago. At
that tlmo fighting was a desperate
proposition. Tommy began under Lon-
don I'rlzo Mug rules, but qulckl)
turned to tho gloves. Ho fought some
very long fights, in 1888 he knocked
out DIcJc England In thirty-thre- e

rounds. In 1889 ha fought a

He
knocked Ryan down half a dosen
times and nearly had him out But
Ityan waa as game aa any man liv-

In one rally he
butted West, closing both of West's
eyes. After that West was com-
pelled to use one hand to open an
eye so that he oould see to hit with
the other. Ityan recovered. The
fighting waa carried on at a terrific
pace, both mon bleeding badly and
reeling all over the ring until, In the
seventeenth round, West was unablo
to pee llynn at all.
