"The question upon whloh the
whole future peace and policy of
the world depends is this: Is
the present war a struggle for a
just and secure peace, or only for
a new balance of power? If it be
only a struggle for a new bslanoe
of power, who will guarantee, who
can guarantee, the stable equili-
brium of the new arrangement?
Only a tranquil Europe can be a
stable Europe. There must be,
not a balance of powor, but a
community of power not organ-
ized rivalries, but an organized
common peace.
"Fortunately we have received very

explicit assurances on this point. The
statesmen of both of the groups of
nations now nrrayod against ono Kn-
ottier have said, In terms that could
not bo mlslntoriToted, that M wan no
part of tho purpose, ty had In mind
to crush tholr antagonists, lint the
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mvA be a pesce without victory.
It not pleasant to say this. I

ben that I may be permitted to
put my own interpretation upon
It, nnd that it may be under-
stood that no other Interpreta-
tion was in my thought. I am
seekinii only to face realties and
to f.ico them without soft con-
cealments. Victory would mean
peace forced upon the loser, a
victor's terms imposed upon the
vanquished. x

"It would be accepted in hu-
miliation, under duress, at an in-

tolerable sacrifice, and would
leave a sting, a resentment, n bit-to- r

memory upon which terms of
peace would rest, not permanent-
ly but only as upon quicksand-o- nly

a peace between equals can
last. Only a peace the very prin-
ciple of which is equality and
common participation in a com-
mon benefit. The right state of
mind, the right feeling between
nation is as necessary for last-
ing peace as is the just settle-
ment of vexed questions of terri-
tory or of racial and national al-

legiance.
PEACE MU8T BE BASED UPON

EQUALITY OF RIGHTS.
"The equality of nations upon

which ptaeo must be founded If It Is
to last must lo an equality nf
rights; the guarantees oxeli.'ingi I

must neither rccogtilzu nor Imply n
dlrferenco between big nations nnd
small, between Uioso that are power
ful nnd those, that are weak.

"Right must be based upon the
common strength, not upon in-

dividual strength, of the nations
upon whose concert peace will de-
pend. Equality of territory or of
resources there, of course, cannot
bej nor any other sort of equality
not gained in the ordinary peace-
ful and legitimate development of
tho peoples themselves.
"Hut no ono asks or expects any

thing mom than nn tiallty f
rights. .Mankind Is looking nnw for
freedom of life, not for equipoises of
power.

"And there Is a deeper thing In
volved timn even equality of right
among organized nntlons. No peucu
can last, or ought to last, which does
not recognize and accept tho prin-
ciple that governments durlvo all their
Just powers from tho consent of tho
governed, nnd that no right nnyulicin
exists to lin nil peoples about from
sovereignty to sovereignty ns If they
wero property.
SPEAKS FOR A FREE AND INDE

PENDENT POLAND.
"I take it for granted, for in-

stance, if I may venture upon a

"So far as practicable, more-
over, every great people now

which will assure the peace itself.With a right comity of arrange-
