WHY LAW IS VIOLATED.

To Enforce It Would Prostitute1
the Police Force, Mr.

iWitchel Declares.

Discussing Sunday liquor selling to- -

day, Mayor Mltchel advocated dividing
the city Into cxclso districts and have
them voto by local option upon thu i

question.

"There would be certain ureas," ho
said, "where tho majority voto would
be against the sale of liquor on any
day of tho week; thcro would also bo

somo areas whero the pcoplo would
voto for tho sato of liquor ceven days
u week,

"Tlicro Is no excuse for tho saloons
being open on Sunday In violation of
tho law, but the reason that they aro
open Is the enormous dilllculty of en-
forcing the law thut Is not supported
by the sentiment of a vast section of
tho population,"

Tho .Mayor was mowd to theso re.
flections by tho annual report of the
Society for tho Prevention of Crime.
The report included this sentence:

"The Police Department Ignores the
open violation of tho Sunday closing
law, nnd tho Mayor admits his ap-

proval."
Tho report went on to assert that

out of 720 saloons that the Society
undertook to Investigate of a Sunday
only three wrro found closed. The
same report felicitated tho town upon
the decrease In other forms of crime,

"Rverythlng has improved except-
ing tho Mayor and Sunday liquor
selling," was thn Mayor's dry com-
ment when asked about tho report.

"Hy the process of elimination the
next thing to do Is to get rid of the
Major, I suppose."

"Do you mean that you will decline
a renomlnatlon?" ho was asked,

"Take It any way you choose. Hut,
seriously, my position on Sunday
closing hus been stated over nnd over
again. Sunday liquor selling Is tho
hardest problem with which the po-llc- o

havo to contend. Tho Sunday
law Is what I call a 'morality' law
and It 1s not In accord with tho sen-

timents of a majority of tho pcoplo of
tho city. 1 won't say that a majority
oppos's tho Sunday laws becauso no-bo-

really knows whether a major-
ity or a initio! lly favor them.

"Hut there Is a largo proportion of
thn residents of this city who rcallv
wont Sunday liquor selling. That is

from the fact that It la
so profitable to fell liquor on Sunday
nnd o hard to enforce thn law. Out
of hundreds of cases submitted to the
CSrand Jury only threo or four Indict-ment- s

uro returned. The CSrand Jury
reprosonts tho sentiments of tho com-

munity.
"The attempt Ui create a tight and

rigid Sunday, to clap on nnd enforce
rigidly tho Sunday laws, would mean
tho prostitution of tho police force,
and tho bust work of thn pollco ad-

ministration for threo yoars would bo
dostroyed, Shall we ask the poliro
for a 100 por cent enforcement of the
liquor laws and break down tho of.
flclcncy of tho force and Its control
over other forms of crime?"
