8AY8 CITY HAS NO POWER TO
IN8ERT 8UCH CLAUSE.

This question Is very easily an-

swered Tho law gives the city no
power to make such an agreement,
but on tho contrary places absolute
authority with the Stato Tax Com-
mission to mako special franchise tax
assessments,

lioforo I go Into the reasons for this
answer, I desire to clear up a point
raised In The Evening World's para-
graph Introducing Question No. 2,

namely, that doubt exists as to
whether special franchlso taxes can

yo collected at all from the railroad
under the conditions of the proposed
contract. In my answer to Question
No. 1, which was printed In The Eve-
ning World of Feb. 7th, I considered
this matter In detail. I showed that
the railroad does not stand to escape
paying special franchise taxes, but on
tho contrary that the aggregate of Its
payments will increase, both In spe-
cial franchlso taxes and real estate
taxes. I need not therefore go Into
that phase of the question again.

TAX COMMISSION.

The Lngtslaturo has stated very
oloarly what a special franchlso Is for
purposes of taxation. In Chapter 712
of tho Laws of 1897, aro tho provisions
of law which specify tho nature of a'
special franchise tax. In brlof, It Is
provided that the right to build or
operate railroads on, under, or
through tho publlo streets shall be I

known as special franchises. In addi-
tion, It is provided that not only tho
rigni to ttuiia or oporato, but tho
tangible property mich as ties, rails,
signals, or pillars or othor structures
in publlo streets, shall be subject to
spoclal franchlso taxation. As I
polntod out In my previous statement
the body whloh has tho authority
under tho law to mako tho valuation
of such property Is the State Tax
Commission. The power to collect tho
tax, just as If It wero u real estate
tax asM.-ssr- d by our own Dopartment
of Taxes and Assessments, Is with
tho llccolvcr of Taxes, whoso oftlco
Is a bureau of tho Department of Kin-anc- o

of the cl(y. In other words, tho
first time when tho city has a hand
In special franchise taxes Is whon
the Stato Tax Commission makes Its
statement showing what property hasl
been assessed as subject to special
franchise taxes and the valuation.

Thus It is clear that the city has no
authority whatever to say what par-
ticular property shall bo subject to
special franchlso taxes. Moreover,
tho Stato Tax Commission Is Itself
specifically limited by tho Legislature
In saying what property shall bo tax-
able as special franchises, bocauso
tho Legislature has given an explicit
definition of tho nature of a special
franchlso.
CITY HAS NO RIGHT TO DEFINE

SPECIAL FRANCHISE. I

fNow I come to tho specific question
as 4o whether tho city could agree
with tho Now York Control to hnvo
certain rights or oasomcnts regarded
for tho purpose of taxation as special
franchises. The city .could not mako
BUcb an agreement, becauso It would
thon bo assuming a power which la
vested In the Legislature alono. It
would actually be an attompt to as- -'
surae legislative power. Tho Stato ls
tho eovcrelgn powor, and Its rulel
makor Is tho Legislature. Tho city'
Is a corporation, and In tho eyes of
tho law It Is nothing but an individual
subject to tho State's sovereign nu-- .
thorlty. It cannot chango tho rules
laid down for It. I

make a private agreement with the
railroad on tho matter of (ipeclal
franchise taxes.
