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Chest Expanding Exercise.
TTJIE cxerclso for expanding the lowoc- - chest, shown with this lesson,

I (ls also n good one for strengthening tho weak bade and tho muscles
,. nt tho Bides of tho waist nnd abdomen.

, Stand with tho elbows nt sides, hands out In front of chest, left leg
la 'front of right ono and left kneo rigid. Tho weight of the body will now
b on tho (right leg, which Is back and also straight at tho kneo. Throw
tho arms out straight In front of tho body and bring tho weight of It
forward nnd to tho loft bent kneo. This position leaves tho right kneo
rigid. Sway back and forth, shifting tho weight to right leg as you bring
tho bands against tho chest and forward and on tho loft leg as you extend
them. Do this ten times.

An nil-rou- exorcise, such as this one, Is beneficial for all women
who robust enough to practise It without strain, becauso It really
brings Into play muscles In parts of tho body, Including shoulders,
nrrns and legs, as well as the trunk ones. Thin women must practise this
nnd other exercises gently nnd with grcnter pcrslstonco than effort, as
easy movements stimulate tho blood supply to tbo parts, whllo strenuous
ones causo profuso perspiration and break down tbo fatty parts and worn
out tissues. ,

Tho slender woman needs only to Increase tho blood supply to the
atarvlng cells and tissues and stimulate tho appetite, and any more strenu-
ous, work ti in likely do moro harm than good.
