Italian Ship Badly Battered in
Hour's Battle Her 12 Shots

Apparently Miss.

The captain of an Italian taamihlp
which reached an American port to-

day from Italy and Spain brought
Ihe tory of a running fight with a
Oerman or Austrian submarine In he
Mediterranean on May . The fight
lasted an hour and tho Oerman o
Austrian commander1! attempts to
sink the merchantman would have

The ship wna off Ihe coast of Har- -

dim i and the captain was on tho
brldtro at ( o'clock In tho morning
when ho saw a torpedo approacli
from tho starboard aide and pass
atari at the distance of thirty foot.

Almost Immediately n big subma-
rine appeared on the surface a ahort
distance away. Figures were seen on
the deck of the aubmartno, a gun was
quickly uncovered and before the
Italians knew what was happening a
shell burst directly over tho bridge
of their vessel, showering the deck
with ateel fragments.

The captuln of the merchantman
ordered hla gan crow astern and aoon
a shot was fired at the submarine.
The shell passed over the submer-
sible. The Italian captain had put
on full epecd and waa guiding his
rotfoj In u slg-sa- g course with tho
submarine plugging along behind

The submarine commander fired
alx more sheila nt the Italian ship
mid four of them did considerable
damage, although none of the crew
wa injured. The Italian fired twelve
shots at the submarine, none of
whl li. apparently, took effect. Tho
attumshlp drew steadily away from
the submarine, which was finally
distanced. It wun necessary for the
Italian captain to put Into a Spanish
port to make rejutlr under tho rules
of wurfare. He didn't have time to
completely rehabilitate his vessel,
wlih h showed many marks of Ihe en-

counter when It reached theno shores

"Leak" Reached German Spies
in England Inquiry

Has Begun Here.

WABHIJTOTON, May M. Official
Investigation la under way y to
uncover whether the leak on the sail-

ing of American destroyers to the
war gone was on thla side of the At
lantic or due to Oorman spies ln,'
England.

Admlrnl 81ms has reported that
tho Oerman Admiralty know of the
departure of the ships and their port
of arrival four days ahead of time,
and bad Opportunity to mine their
path.

Homo navy official are Inclined to'
suspect the Oerman spy system In
England, despite the statement of
Secretary Daniels that the Ino'dent
emphasised the fact that tho tier-ma- n

spy system was at work in this '

country. If tho Information was sent
from the I'nlted States It was made
doubly difficult because It bad to pass
the official censorship.

It was stated officially y that
only a few officers In the office or
Admiral llenson. Chief of Operations,
know the dcUna.tlon of the destroy-
ers. The commanders themselves wore
ignoraivt of the port until they opened
sealed orders probably twelve hours
at sea.
