Then, It Is sold, the
boys began throwing stones at tho
soldier, and he drew his revolver
and fired several shots. Tho boys
dropped and Cook calmly drove
ahead.

Men and women ran from the shops
and flats of tho neighborhood, nnd
crowd centered nbout tho wounded
boyH.
