THREE HITS ON U BOAT.

This Is the story as Bruco told It
"The Standard OH Tanker Cam-

pana sailed from an American port
on July 6 and went to a French port.
"We sailed from there on Aug. 5 anil
it was on the following day that wo
were attacked.

"We could have saved our ship but
for the fact that tho submarine had
UB outranged and wns tauter than we
were In getting through tho water
Even so, we kept up the battle until
we had tired at least 400 shots at the
U boat, and I afterward learned by
the German captain's own admission
that we had made threo hlta. He said
tho hits did not do any damage, but
I believe they did.

THe would not let us see the con
ntng tower and I noticed that he did
not submerge at all after tho battle,
I think ho was afraid to submcrgo
because of the condition of the boat

"When wo found wo could not save
tho ship wo took to tho lifeboats and
tho German captain ordured us to
como alongside.

After
protracted debate, In which matu
Senators urged heavier levies on In-

comes and wnr profits In tho War
Tax BUI, tho Hcnitto y tenta-
tively adopted Gene tor Gerry's
amendment which would add $40,- -

175,000 by greatly Increasing sur
taxes on Incomes exceeding $500,000

a year.
The amondment waa carried with

out a dissenting voto.
Henator Gerry's amondment would

Increnso the tax on Income between
$500,000 and $750,000 from 30 to 35

por cent, and would fix tho rate at
50- - per cent, on Incomes exceeding
$1,000,000.

Senator Gerry declared that ltii
would affect 100 persons.

Senator Smoot declared It the high- -
est Income tax over proposed In tho
world.

Senator Lowls Of Illinois supported
Gerry'fl amendment and lauded Gcr
ry, who, a mllllonalro himself, musi
pay two-thir- of his lncomo to
Government If his amendment la
adopted.

"I like to contrast the conduct of
this representative of tho country
with stfmo of those who, whllo crying
aloud for war, wore at tho same mo-- 1

ment cheating their Government,"
said Lowls. "At this moment there Is
proof In the Treasury Department of
$300,000,000 lost to tho Government
by lying tax dodgers.

"There has been & tromendous
amount of ingenious lying about In-

comes to tho mcmbors of the Senato
Financo Committee Senators haver
boon approached by men who, on
Sunday, In a manner that says 'I am
holler than thou,' havo marched down
tho aisle holding tho collection plate
and the very next day have como
here, and under tho gulso of business
necessity, have Justified a course which
In any other form would bo called
porjury, and subjected to the penalties
for that crime."

Senator Smoot, Utah, opposing tho
Gerry plan, said tho 67 per cent, rate
Is "absurdly high."

"In Great Britain," said Smoot, "tho
hlghotrt rate on incomes Is 42 per
cent."

"There aren't any Incomes In Great
Britain such as we havo here," sal.l
Sonator Borah, "If they had, they
probably wuld tuko a bigger sham
of them."

"No peace without complete victory
for America and hor Allies Is possi-
ble.

It Is known that they refer to no
physical event such as would bo sup
pressed by the censorship nt Potro
grud, but rather are an estimate of
political condtlons.
