County Uctectlve John W. Llndsey
of District Attorney Hw.inn's staff,
who accompanied the Kxtraordlnnry
Grand Jury to Cocchl's former shop
on Wednesday, found a Jimmy
stained with blood hidden under a
lot of old newspapers and debris on
a shelf. Assistant District Attorney
Alfred J. Talley Is now In possession
of 'the tool nnd will have tho statni
analyzed.

Tho finding- of tho Jimmy on the
shulf In Coccht'M shop bears out thn
theory of District Attorney Swann
and his assistants that Cocehl killed
the girl In the nhop, near a washroom
In the rear, and then lowered her
body through a holo In the lloor to
tho cellar, lllood stains wern found
on plecos of tin that lined this hoi.

Tho fact that tho murder weapon
was discovered only by aeeldent will
bo preentod to the Uxtrnordinnry
tJrand Jury which was impanelled to
Inquire Into tho police mingling of
the case. Ono of the Kravept chnrgei
that has been made against tho police
was that no adequate search of the
Cocehl premises was ever made,
desplto the fact that Huth Cruger was
last seen alive entering the shop and
that CocchI had an evil reputation.
