favorable clr. umstanoea, which might
have resulted In the opening of the
Oulf of Finland to the enemy, said
Admiral Verdervskl, Mlnnster of
Marine, Tha blow Is a hard
one to Ruaela, but the Russian flee,
apparently waa In no position to bin-
der the Germans.

"Hlnce March," the Admiral said.
"I have several times drawn atten-
tion to the possibility of such a blow
snd I also discussed the situation
with Premier Kersnsky, but no one
paid st tent Ion to the Oovernment's
warning. Although we are at war,
our political dUTerence, have been
given first place In the minds of the
people. The Germans take this Into
account, and events show that eh('y
have been able to take full advantage
of It."

Oerman naval power Is four times
greater than that of Kunala, the Ad-

miral continued. The naval force In
:he Oulf of Itlga did everything pos-

sible to prevent a landing of the Oer-
man and will continue to carry out
all orders of tbe Minister of Marine.

The Minister of Marine sees no Im-

mediate danger of a Oerman attemjt
to enter the Oulf of Finland. He ex-

presses the belief that, owing to tbe
lateness of tbe season, ths Oerman
operators will be localized.

The Petrograd Council of Work-
men's and Holdlers' Delegates has Is-

sued an appeal to the army and the
fleet to obey their commanders and
to fight to oavs the capital and repel
the Herman In the Oulf of Rigs.
