mi l reports of th National Hoaed
have been used In efforts to Justify
these figures.

The board has hsd eipert lnveett- -'

gallons made of 76 fires occurring
between April and Uec. 11 last. These
were but a smajl part of tbe fire
within that pcrloft, but they embraced
most of the more costly ones tbat
eggmad suspicious at the time of their
discovery. The Investigations showed
that but four of thrso fires bad been
ihe work of Incendiaries, diz others

j were found to have started under cir- -

cutnstaticns that brought about their
listing under the headings, "Frubebly
Incendiary" or "tiuppusodly In-

cendiary."
"In nearly it per cent, of tbe

cases," the boards statement says,
"thero Is no proof of an Incendiary,
origin, unit in nearly HU per cent,
there Is no reason even fur sus-
picion. It must also be remembered
that such Incendiarism Cannot be
classed as part of a Qemag propa-Kand- .i.

There wero many Incendiary
tires during every year preceding the
outbreak of the war, and doubtleeo
there will be In thu years which shall
follow Its close,"

Thn Investigations of the board did
not include the tire at I'ort Newark.
This bus since been found not only to
have been not Incendiary, but proee
cutlnns for the carelessness which did
causu It have been urged by I hn Fed-
eral authorities. Tho InveetlgatlOM
did not either cover the tire at Nor-
folk, whb li was reported nt the time
to have lieen set by n "lierman uitent."
This baa been shown to ho witnoilt
basis. However, the board says:

"This statement Is not Intended t
minimize the necessity for precau
tlona. Uveralertness In such a matter
Is better than underalertness, and there
Is a degree of value In thu tend ncy
to view with suspicion every Mm sue-Ing

Hut It Is necessary tn avoid
hysteria, and In this sense the data ob-

tained are reassuring.
