This 20-Year-O- ld Tennis Star
Likely to Win National Title

Harold Throckmorton, the Jersey Lad Who Hai Been
Rising Rapidly in the Racquet Game During the Past
Three Years, Stands a Good Chance of Landing the
National Title at Forest Hills in August.

Harold slim
Throckmorton.

Jersey youth or
twenty, who plays the smash-

ing California brand of game, now
stands an excellent chance of clean-
ing up on the courts this aeason and
winning the national championship of
Forest Hills In August. Here Is a
youngeter who has flashed like a
meteor over tho tennis world the last
three years, starting in 1111 with a
victory for the Interscholastio tine
and now being ranked as tha logical
candidate for national honors They
seldom come any quicker than thta.

Hut speed is the real secret of
Throckmorton's prowess against sueli
stars se Fred Alexander, Watson
Washburn, Hill Clothier and many
others. He hus adopted the fiery,
slam-ban- g California style of guniu
and thrown In a few sp?ed features
of his own. This Is all the mure sur-
prising, for Throckmorton Is not tbe
robust build of a Mclaughlin or Will-

iams; he la very thin and frail,
Juatwhere young "Throok" geta the

strength and endurance to play bis
kind of game Is Just aa much of a
uiyatery as the real dlacoveror of
tenuis. He lilts every kind of a shot
hard, not so much through great
muscular powSf, but by a wondvnul
and uecurato timing of the bull. His
service Is of the ligntnlng variety,
like McLoughiln's at his best, and
Harold moves around the court with
all the old gracefulness of lted Mac.

Throckmorton is probably tns first
Eastern racquet UrieldOf to adopt the
apectaculur California way of ten
nislug. He lacked only steadiness.
This hs baa acquired from a great
deal of tournament competition and
the skilful coaching of Fred Alex-
ander, who has been both a tutor
and adviser for the lad.

Harold Throckmorton Is n native of
Rahwuy, N. J. He represented
Woodbrldge High School of that
town Whoa winning the luitlonul US

lerscholastle championship in 1915.
Tins was Harold's first big Vletory on
tho courts. Tho following season
Throckmorton started early tn the
preliminary campaign In the Pouth
by winning the Chevy Chase meat
and the M.irylund Htate champion-
ship, 111 which ho defeated T. U.
Pell, one of the highest ranking stars.

Then ho switched his scene of op-

erations up North and added inanv
nmv laurels. Toward the end of ltll
Throckmorton. In company with
George Church, sailed for Manila,
w here pita following January he com-
peted aga!nnt .ill the net stars of the
Orient Returning to this country,
ae Jersey youth was one of the East-

ern team that opieised the West In
tho Inn rsectional matches at Los An-
geles.

In the national tournsmsnt Inat
vrar Throckmorton had the distinc-
tion of being the first to ell nlnut"
any of tht real contenders when he
snuffed out Watson Washburn after
n brilliant battle.
