The now American positions, If
maintained, will force tho Germans to
withdraw n mile over the rest of the
crest, or pay a heavy prlco for hold-In- s

tliclr lines, which our machine
tuns can rake from two directions.

A counter nttaek would Hnd one cf
the finest American units In France
In tbo flrst line, keenly o.mor for
another ito at tho cnomy. Tho Amer-
icans have not yet lost one foot of
ground to tho Germans, and declare
they will not beirln now. At no point
where American units are In the first
lino havo tho Germans forced back
the Allied lines.

Tho German positions aro held by
flvo companies of Infuntry, three ma-chln- o

gun companies and auxiliary
troops, a total of moro than 1,200
ftKhtlni; men. Men returning from the
front declare few. If any, of the Ger-
mans escaped- - They acrcc that nt
least 700 Germans wero killed by the
thlrtecn-hou- r artillery preparation
anil by tho uttackln? troops.

Tho Germans regarded their posi-

tions an Impregnable, and they had
literally covered them with machlno
jrun nests.

Moro than 0,000 American hlch ex-

plosive shells mado tho German lines
untenable, and the Instant the Amer-
icans went over tho top a German
officer ran Into our lines and sur-
rendered, dcclarlnc he could no
lonner stand tho artillery fire.

As tho Americans entered tho wood,
tho Germans nought safety In flight,
but our guns laid down a perfect bar-
rage through which thoy could not
niako their way to their own rear.
Flvo Germans tried It and four wore
killed with one shell. The other ran
back Into tho woods and was cap-
tured.

Kscapc cut off, tho Germans had to
surrender or die. American riflemen,
rlflo grenadiers, bond grenadiers and
automatic riflemen worked terrlblu
execution in tbeir ranks.

Bomo German machine gunners,
when captured, asked when thoy
would bo put to death, Thoy Bald
their officers told them tho Ameri-
cans gavo no quarter to machlno
gunners.

It has been established that when
tho Americans entered the woods tho
German gunners, fur In the rear, laid
down a barrago In tt, killing their
own men Indiscriminately with
Americans.

Soveral Instances have been report-
ed of men who yelled ''Knmcrad" and
surrendered, only to try to kill their
captors. These were tho only Ger-
mans who got no quarter.
