Valor of Lieut. Commander
Ware Lauded by American

Defense Society.

The presentation followed a dinner
aU tho Yale Club. 41th Strict and
Vanderbllt Avenue, at which Com-

mander Ware was tho miest of honor

emergency, qualities which, ho said,
wore necessary In order to qualify for
the medal.

"If this medal were to be clvcn
for bravery alone." continued Mr.
Stone, "It might bo necccsary to pin
It upon the breaat of every American
to the service, nut one must have
technical skill also and the ability
to act capably in any emerjrency.
These, qualities Commander Ware
hu dlsplayrd.

"IIo has had such qualities always.
Hta record showd that In school days
be was Captain of hta coIIcko baseball
team. IIo entered Annapolis In Juno,
1903, and graduated In February, 1906,

three months ahead of his schedule.
IIo was the fourth man In a class of
fifty. Ho comes of good, old Revolu-
tionary stock, ono of his ancestors hav-
ing been among tho Mlnuto Men at
Lexington, and ho Is ninth In direct
descent from Miles Blandish. Ho can
claim also connection with Marshal
Ney of Krancc.

"lie sailed around thn world with
Admiral Kvans In 1907, has served 'n
the Philippines and In China during
the Chinese Itebuillon. His 'Hand-
book for Unlisted Men In tho Knglno
Hoom' has boon accepted by tho
United Stutos Uovernment. He wui
In command of the gunuern on tho
battleship Texas when that ship won
tbe pennant for marksmanship aid
efficiency."

Mr. Btnno concluded by asserting
that many soldiers In Franco owu
their lives to Commander Ware's
coolness and accuracy of Judgment In
range finding, llo was roiioweii iy
tbe commander, who stood for snv-er- sl
