One Shot Hits U. S. Craft Off
New England, But Does

Little Damage.

MISTAKEN FOR ENEMY.

Submersible Bobbed Up With-

out Warning Near Scene
of U Boat Attacks.

WASHINGTON. July 13. An Amer-lcii- n

submarine of tbo latest desiKH

was fired upon by an Allied armed
ship, believed to have been .u trans-
port, off the Now Hnulnnd const on

July 13. Tho submarine. was nly
slightly damaired and returned to
port under her own power. N t i.no
aboard tho sulmarino wuh injured.

Reports to the Navy Department
y said the submarine, which wan

cruising submerged, suddenly ap-

peared near tho Allied ship and the
Hlrr opened fire.
Tho sccno of tho attack was not

far distant from the waters In which
a Ocrman submarine recently ap-

peared, an ! when tho American lo

cmo to the surface the
Captain of the Allied ship assumed
that it was an enemy vessel prepar-
ing to attack him.

Only ono shot hit the submarine,
which quickly made known Its Iden-- t

ty when the Alll'd ship began to fire.
The ahclt struck on tho deck near
tho connlns tower, dentins several
plates. It was announced that the
vessel could be repaired In a short
time.

The Navy Department did not make
known the Identity of either tho sub-

marine or tho Allied ship.
The Navy Department Issued this

formal statement:
Tho Navy Department Is Informed

that a United States submarine wai
fired on by mistake by an armed mer-

chant vessel on July 23 off tho Ameri-

can coast. Ono shell penetrated the
outer hull of tho submarine, but did
not cxplodo. No material Injury was

done, only a small section of shell
platlns belns damaged. No one

aboard was Injured and tho sub-

marine proceeded to her base under
her own power."

This was tho first Incident of its
kind to occur In American waters,
far as has been announced, but It Is

not tho first slnco tho United .States
entered tho war. Last October the
American Runboat Nashville, while on
patrol duty In tho Mediterranean,
fired on an Italian submarine which
failed to answer signals promptly for
Identification. Ono man aboard I ho

submarlno was killed, but the vessel
reached port.

Lieut, Commander Ernest Fried rick,
commanding tho Nashville, was
ordered reduced thirty numbers In

AND GETS SLUGGED

Fellow Prisoner in Connection
With Girl's Disappearance v

Knocks Him Down.

Under tho questioning of Inspector
Cray y an ostensible Spanish
nobleman was transformed Into a
Prussian with n police record and a
bruised face.

The prisoner is hold on a charge of
extortion made by Mrs. Julia Howie
of Trenton, N. J.. In connection with
the disappearance of the hitter's

daughter Thelma. When
arrested last night ho said he was
Count Childe dc Itohan d'Harcourt,
nn art st ami formerly a leading fig-

ure in tho gay liro of Madrid. Tho
Pillco dec'are his real name Is Gus-tav- e

von Donwltz.
D'Harcourt, or Donwltz. was ar-

rested in tho Metropolitan Tower
after ho had accepted $13 in marked
bills from Mrs. Howie. Thelma left
her home some time ago nnd her
mother found letters, she doclared,
which showed the girl had been cor-

responding with the artist. The
mother got Into touch with htm and
h told her he could tell her of her
daughter's whereabouts for $23.

Mrs. Howie communicated with the
tKillce of the Mercer Street Station
and a meeting was arranged. After
the arrest It was learned Thehna was
In Hellcvuo Hospital. She was found
there under the namo of Frances
Kelly nnd In a serious condition. Af-

ter an interview with her the jiolico
arrested Peter Coccnro, seventeen, of
No. 22C Thompson Street, who ad-

mitted having been lier companion
during part of her stay in Now York.

D'Harcourt. as ho called himself.
declared his arnst was an outrage,
nnd .vali! he had fulfilled ht.i contract
with Mrs. Howie by telling her whero
her daughter was. All night long he
demanded that the Spanish Ambas
sador be called, and threatened dras-
tic punishment for tho men who had
dared to arrest him.

This morning ho and Coccaro wore
brought before Inspector Cray at
Headquarters. Tho Inspector, after
n long look ut him. asked him If ho
had not loen arrested In 1514 for a
Jewelry theft nt tho Park Avenue
Hotel, later serving a term atElmlra,
nnd If he had not been arrested again
last year for attempted burglary
after breaking a shop window In
Fifth Avenue, and finally If his name
was not really Gustav von Donwltz.
Tho prlsnncr was defiant at first, but
finally shouted:

"Yes, I am a German, and not a
Spanish Count, and I am pioud to
bo a German."

At this moment his fellow prisoner,
Coccaro. stepped forward and planted
a straight right between his e)es that
knocked him down. The men were
pulled apart and taken to the .leffer
son Market Court, where Donwltz, in
addition to the extortionate charge
will face some questions to he asked
by Government Inte'lligenco olllcers.
Federal action may bu taken usalnst
him.

He dressed In the
height of fashion and wore a mus-
tache modelled alter the Kaiser's
With his aristfi.Tutic bearing and his
art lie had cut a id'' swath in
Greenwich VIII. igr.

Thelma Howie disappeared on July
JS and came to Nc York. It was
the third time she had left her home,
and after her discovery In Hellcvuo
she was placed under arrest on a
charge of Improper guardianship.

zette says that rumors are current that British troops have made
a great advance from the eastern side of the Rheims-Soiito- ns

"pocket" in the direction of Fismes, about midway between
Rheitns and Soissons.

It is also reported that French forces have advanced on an-

other part of the Aisnc-Marn- e salient and that the armies of the
German Crown Prince have been placed in a position out of which
extrication seems to bo impossible.

The capture of Armcntierca on the western side of the
"pocket" increases the envelopment of Oulchy-le-Chatea- u and
the capture of Brecy brings the Allies only three miles from the
