PARIS, Aug. 9. Tho French War Ministry at 12.30 o'clock

issued the following statement:
"The brilliant operations which wo, in concert with British

troops, executed yesterday, hare been a surprise) to the enemy.

As occurred in tho offensive ol July 18, tho soldiers of Qen.
Dcbcney havo captured enemy soldiers engaged in the peaceful
pursuit of harvesting tho fields behind tho German lines.

"Our artillery preparation was short, lasting less than an hour.
The enemy artillery had made no counter-preparatio- n at tho
beginning of the action, merely replying feebly.

"The original front of the attack was only four kilometres,
situated south of tho AmicnB, lloyc Ifoad, where our infantry
went over the top at fi.05 o'clock, but gradually the offensive) de-

veloped all along the right bank of the Avre in the region of
Ilaricourt.

"Tho Germans succeeded at somo points in temporarily
etaying our advance, defending themselves energetically, particu-
larly between Moriscl and Moreuil, which they defended bitterly
with machine guns. Wc took Morisel by storm. The battle waa
also stubborn in Moreuil, but already our troops had advanced
north of Moreuil to a point northeast of the wood which com-

mands the village, while another group had crossed the Avre
south of tho town. Tho Germans wore obliged to withdraw.

"With irresistible courogo our soldiers clitribed tho hills cast
of tho Avre. Meanwhilo our charging cars, crossing tho river
upon bridges hastily thrown over the stream and proceeding up
tho hills, joined and assisted tho infantry.

"Recovering from tho first surprise the Germans hurriedly
concentrated troops in order to stop our progress. It was vain.
La Ncuville-Sirc-Bernar- d, Villors-aux-Erablp- s, Mezicrcs, Plcssicr,
Romainvillers wero successively captured, while on our right Brit-

ish troops also continued their victorious advance. In the early
morning hours prisoners, guns and machine guns were streaming
to our rear.
