He said reasonable use of gasoline-jkive- n

vehicles for necessary pur-

poses was not Intended to be pro-plb- ti

d.
"The requebt made toy the Fuel Ad-

ministration," said a statement
bsucd at T)r. Oarfleld's office, "That
plearuro riding be discontinued on
(Sundays for tho prcsont In order tu
conscrvo our supply of gasoline for
war ncods was not Intended to pro-

hibit reasonablo use of frasollno-drlve- n

vehicles as a means ot
aary transportation where no otner
means are available.

"Mr. Garfield believes that tho
tiubllc will construo the request wise,
ly and Intelligently and will not use
automobiles' for other than tho most

.ucccsary purposes.
"Tho Intention of the request la

that all mere pleasure riding bo
eliminated, but that necessary use
of the automobllo bo not Interfered
with.

"Just what Is 'pleasure riding and
what is 'necessary uso" must bo de-

termined by .the Individual, keeping
In mind always that we must hiivo
additional reserves of gasoline bo

that thcro may be no possibility of
delays In overseas shipments.

"The United States Fuol Adminis-
tration will not attempt to tabulato
nutomoblla trafllc on Sunday."

While taxlcabs were not mentioned
ht the statement, it was said Infor-

mally that the restrictions would not
prevent taxi Hervlce for necessary
purporos, though thcro should bo no
hiring of cars for pleasuro riding.

The uao of vleasuro automobiles on
Labor Day and other holidays does
not come under tho restrictions, in-

To hell with the Fatherland.' "

The Hindcnburg line has been thoroughly penetrated
by the British in a new advance southeast of Arras, vyhere
Field Marshal Haig's troops have driven ahead more than a
mile between Bullecourt and the Scarpe, capturing Bullccourt,
Hcndecourt-les-Cagnicou- rt and Riencourt, and approaching
within a mile of the Drocourt-Quea- nt "switch line."

Further north the British have crossed the Somme south
and west of Peronne, and the fall of that city is apparently
imminent. The British now hold the entire western bank of
the Somme.
