All men within tho now ages,

whether citizens of tho United States
or not, must register, unless they arc
diplomatic or consular representa-

tives of foreign natlnna.
In case of Illness on the registra-

tion day, arrangements for tardy en-

rolment may bo mado with local
boards and men who expect to bo

absent from their homes may regis-

ter by mail, sufficiently In advanco

that the registration record reaches
the board by Sept. 12. If a man
baa no permanent residence he Ih to
register at tho place he Ih on Kept.

53 ARE MISSING

Sixteen Rescued After Joseph
Cudahy Is Sunk Off Coast

of England.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31. Tho

United States cargo steamship Joseph
Cudahy was torpedoed at sea about
700 miles from thc English coast Aug.
17 and tlfty-thrc- o members of tho
crew are reported missing. Sixteen
were rescued.

Two submarines made tho attack
and two torpedoes struck the ship,
the first striking thc fuel tank and
the second tho cnglno room. Tbo
Captain of the Cudahy reported that
ho was token aboard one of tho
U boats and questioned.

Of thc missing, twenty-tw- o wetc
members of tho Naval Armed Guard,
only two of the guard being reported
rescued.

Thc Chief of Staff threw no new
light on tho part Americans aro play-
ing In the present offensive, but tho
impression was given that tho pro-
gramme of concentrating the army for
action under Gen. Pershing was go-

ing ;rward satisfactorily.
Shipments of Do Havlland air-

planes, which wcro temporarily held
up on the order ofl Secretary Hakcr,
so certain changes could bo made In
them, Gen. March said, were resumed
this week,
