Tho work for
I the companies Is under the general

supervision of J. C. Wlllever, Vice
Prosldcnt and Oencral Manager of
tie Western Union, with J. V.
Nathan, general superintendent of
the company, In direct charge.

Mr. Wlllever told an Evening World
reporter y that tho surveys now
being made will dctermlno the details
of tho plan, which will then Ihj submit-
ted for tho npprovol of the Postmaster
General.

"Bvcr since tho Government took
over the telegraph and telephone sys-

tems," ho said, "It has been obvious
that such changes and consolidations
would be mado as would make for
economy and the conservation of man-
power.

' "I cannot tell exactly what changes
will be mndn hnrc, but I predict that
In many caws local post olllces and
telegraph olllces will bo merged.
Where It Is convenient tho post olllco
will toko over tho telegraph quarters,
and In other coses the companies'
ottlccs will be used. It will all de-

pend on tho cost, and tho promotion
'
of efficiency and tho conservation of
man-pow- In each Individual case."

Mr. Wlllever eald ho could not toll
when the surveys would bo com
pleted or what would bo tho nature of
tho report to tho Postmaster General.
Asked whether provision was being
mndo for tho dlsentungllng of the
Hervlcci after tho war, ho declared
that nothing was being considered
now except economy of sorvlco nnd
conservation of man-powe- r, and that
tho reconstruction problem would
Jiavo to tako caro of Itself when It
comes up.

BRITISH MINISTER

URGES E AN

TO KEEP UP SPEEO

Lord Milner Says It's Neces-

sary to Continue Present lin-crg- y

in Order to Win.

IXJNDON, Sept. 9. Urging tho
necessity of continuing to rush Amer-
ican troops to France, Lord Milner,
Hritlsh Minister of War, In reply to
an Inquiry to-d- wrote the following
letter to tho United Press Correspon-
dent:

"You toll mo that In certnln circles
In tho United States the view Is cur
rent that our recent successes on tho
western front have mado tho neccs-Mt- y

less urgent of hurrying over Am.
irlcan troops to France, and that
America's splendid war effort ran
now proceed at a moro leisurely paco.

"I ulto understand how this view
may be held, hut I profoundly disa
gree with It. It seems to me, on the
contrary, that the moral of our re
cent success Is Just tho opposite. Tho
remarkable achievement of tho Allies
slnco July 18 Is of first importance,
for It shows that we can win the war.
Hut most assuredly wu will not win
tho war If we get the Idea that wo
can afford tu slacken our effort.

"Americas strength great as It Is
-- can only bo relied upon to bring
nlsitit a decision Jf it is added lo
tho forces of the lliiurp'un Allies
and not substltutol fm them.

FRENCH ADVANCE WEAKENS GRIP
OF GERMANS ON GOBAIN FOREST

U. S. ARTILLERY BOMBARDING

STRONG GERMAN POSITION

ON LINE BEFORE RHEIMS

Six-In- ch Guns Smashing Trenches on
Petite Montagne, Which Rises 250

Feet in Height.
WITH Till: AMERICAN ARMIKH

IN FRANC12. Hept. 9 (United Press).
American artillery has opened a

heavy bombardment of Le Pctlto
Montugne, a powerfully fortified
height which rises 250 feet at the
point where tho Oermnn line leaves
tho Alsne and dips toward Rholms.

This height Is the key position to
the enemy front In that region. It Is
furrowed with a strong trench sys-

tem, nnd Its slopes and crest nrc
defended with thick bells of barbed
wire. American batteries, .Including
many nix-Inc- h guns, are hurling hun-

dreds of shells Into tho slopes and
onto tho crest, ripping up wire,
searching out deeply Indented, wood-

ed ravines Infested with maohlno
guns which command tho valleys on

each side, battering tho trenches to

ruins nnd generally making the
mountnln stronghold most unhealthy
for tho Germans.

German batteries behind tno Aisno
replied, bombnrdlng Flsmcs nnd the
back areas drooping high explosives
hnphnzard over miles of country In

their search for our gun positions.
Simultaneously tho American nrtll-ler- y

with wonderful nccuracy was
smashing tho Alsno bridges behind tho
acrmans who aro still on tho southern
bank of tho river. Flvo hrldgos had
been torn up.

British Troops Are Attacking Gou- -
zeaucourt on the Hindenburg
Line and Their Patrols Are Said
to Have Passed Through Epehy.

LONDON, Sept. 9. Despatches from the battlefronU in
France show that Allied troops
on this, the fifty-thir- d, day of
steady headway at many points

are keeping up their hard blows
the offensive, and are making

on the line.
Officially Geii. Haig reported only artillery engagements

and the repulse of an enemy attack last night, but press reports
say the British troops pressed ahead to-d- ay on the front between
Peronne and St. Quentin. British patrols have occupied the
towns of Vermand, five and a half miles northwest of St Quentin
and Vendelles, two miles north of Vermand.

The French are now only four miles from St. Quentin and
cavalry patrols are close to La Fere. The French now hold the
Crozat Canal on practically its whole length. 1

The British this morning attacked Gouzeaucourt, south
east of Havrincourt Wood. They are on the western and north-
ern edges of Epehy, within 254 miles of the Hindenburg line opi'
posite Le Catelet, and their patrols are reported to have passed
through the village.

Practically all the ground taken by the Germans in the offensive
which began on March 21 is now in the hands of the Allies.

FRENCH AT GATES OF LA FERE
