Running throuch vtho picturesque

and Impressive final funeral services

for John, Cardinal l'arlcy, at St.
Patrick's Cathedral y was an

Preceding the entrance Into tho Ca-

thedral by the bishops, archbishops

Ilanner," while tho vast audience
within tho walls and tho sro.it
throngs In tho streets for blocks
around stood at silent, almost breath-
less, attention.

who displayed brown army boots
eiulppod with npurs beneath tho bot-

toms of their cassocks chaplains,
these, ready for service overseas.

It was a fitting llnalo to tho career
of Cardinal l'arlcy. whoso virile
Americanism baa been us u beacon
light to tho Catholic people of this
archdlocchc, the most populous in
tho world. 11 won a double lesson
to tens of thousands of observers
of all creeds, a lesson that patriotism
and religion arc working hand In

hand In New York toward a slnglo
end, tho prosecution of a war of
right acalntt might.

This afternoon tho earthly remains
of New York's beloved Archbishop
and Cardinal were placed in a crypt
under the high altar of St. Patrick's,
where rest tho bodies of Cardlunl
McCloskcy, Archbishop Hughes and
Archbishop Corrlgan. This burial
was a purely religious ceremony, par-

ticipated In only by prelates and
priests. From now on, high above
tho altar of the Cathedral the red hat
of Cardinal l'arlcy will hang bcatdn
that of his predecessor, Cardinal
McClonkry. ;

vance of ten miles up the Vardar, and are at Bazarli, three miles
north of Lake Doiran. The town of Doiran has been captured.

The Serbian troops continue to cro& the River Vardar northeast of
iMonastlr and are in contact with the Bulgarians, says the Serbian official

talcnienl of Monday.

The Bulgarians are burning villages and stores of material. The
Serbians have captured great quantities of material.

Around I'rilep the Serbians arc on the Gradsko-Prile- p Road, to the
northeast, while to the southeast they have reached the steep massif of"
the Drcnska mountain range.

As a result of the Serbian advance to this railroad, which was built
by Germans, the Jtth German division has been cut off from commu-
nication with the Bulgarian army and is in flight. The First Bulgar
army has been cut off from the Second armv in the Dorian sector. The
3c;bians alone arc reported to have taken 12,000 prisoners and 150 guns.
