FED BY GERMANS

TO U. S. PRISONERS

But They Were Given Better
Treatment Than Italian and

Russian Soldiers.

AMEmrOAN 'HEADQUARTERS IN
rrtANOE, Nov.' 27 (Associated
Press). The examination of Ameri-

can prisoners released from German
prison onmps and reaching Identifica-
tion camps virtually has been con-

cluded under the direction of army
surgeons.

The examinations Indicate that the
physical condition of tho men In
general Is ns good as could bo ex-

pected, although some cases aro re-

ported where the men complained of
bad treatment, bad shelter and poor
and insufficient food.

Of several thousand mr.n examined
no evidence has been found of re
ported cases of Inoculation with
malignant and contagious diseases.

General complaint wag mado by
both officers and men that their food
wns extremely bad and their quarters
uncomfortable. ' Specimens of bread
brought back were found to contain
sawdust and other coarso and Incd-Ibl- o

elements. In the majority of
cases, the men said their housing and
food were not much worso than the
shelter and rations of tho German
soldiers.

head. Thero was a general complaint
at this camp of bad food, poor shel-
ter und lack of liberty, but condi-
tions wero no worso than had been
ixpcctcd by army officers.

Americans who were confined In
German prisons with Hussions and
Italians wero found wel satisfied
with their treatment In comparison
with thnt given the Russians and Ital
ian soldiers.
