“*The only men who will remaln In
the mervice In the service are those
men enlisted In the regular army on
or prior to April 1, 1917, and whose
enlistments have not yet expired.
“Thisa small number has been cut
down by casualtice and other vicisai-
tudes until the entire military force
of the United States that can be re-
tained In the service will be abso-
lutely inadequate and [nsuMcient to
perform such essentinl military dutles
as policing the Mexlcan border, gur-
