Sallora and marines of the two big

fleets In tho Hudson Illvcr to tho

number of alwut 16.000 packed up

their wouvenlrs In their old sca-ba-

and came ashore y, bound for

home.
From the Overseas Fleet tho sailors

wero landed at 'piers from 79th to

97th Street and from the homo fleet
they wero put ashore further up the
river. Landings from all the "battle-wagon- s"

were made at every hour of
the day until thu last man had started
for his home, whether It was In far
away California or right here In Now
York.

At 1 o'clock this afternoon the ships

of both fleets were thrown open to vis-

itors, and thousands took advantage
of the occasion to go through the his-tpr- ic

craft. Utile boats and big boats
carried tho crowds and no permits
were necessary to board many of the
fleet. The ships were open to the In-

spection of the public from forecastle
to tho quarterdecks.

The bronzed veterans from across
the sr-a- s and the weather beaten boys
who did Just as Important work on
tbe, Virginia Capes were equally Joy-

ful when the furloughs granted them
set their faces toward home. All
were a mite disappointed at their In-

ability to spend ChrlBtmas ashoro,
but all grouches were dissolved In

grins when the boys with ponderous
bundles leaped to tho land from tho
sailing launches, which ferried them
from tho fleet to tho river front.

Furloughs were timed according to
the location of the sailor's home. If
he lived in New York or thereat-iut-s,

his furlough was for ten days; If in

the Middle West, fifteen, and the
of far away Texas drew a lcavo

of twenty-on- e days.
Part of tho crowd whlqh welcomed

yesterday the sailors and tho "so-

victory. As a matter of fact, he splint'
a crrat deal of time in a wonderfully
constructed "funk hole," or ducout,
underneath the grounds of Ills villa
hero.

within sound of the blp; jnms.

Tho Kaiser had a similar hiiMnff
place at Neubois, near a comic opera
trench system about which ho Is
said to have paraded for motion pic-
tures. At each of their villas thero
wero dellcute electrical instruments
which would set up a furious buz-
zing when an airplane approached.
At'fjhe very (list sound from "this
contrivanco Itlndenbunr and tho
Kaiser used to run to shelter, It is
reported. People who worked about
Ulndcnburg's establishment said ho
was continually running for cover.

America's representatives on tho
International Armistice Commission
oro now occupying Illndenburg's
headquarters, and they were amazed
when they discovered the under-
ground refugo of the grent warrior.

Tho walls, which were
of corrugated Iron, were palnttd solid
white, and tho whole place brilliantly
Illuminated by electricity. The room
was about. 14x12 feet and was pro-
tected by four to six feet of tarth
above It.
