In-

cluding till tho ferry boats, will re-

sume operation?.

The division loit GO affieir anH
1,435 men killed or died of
wounds, 142 officer! and 5,195 men
wounded or passed, three officers
and 251 men mission and two off-

icers and 174 men captured by the
Germans. The total casualties
were 207 officers and 7,055 men.
It is safe to assume that few of
the men mitjinn will ever turn
up. Officers nnd men who went
through the campainn tell of the
impossibility of idcntifyinri the
remains of numerous victims of
German shell fire because of the
absence of identification marks
and the mutilated condition of
tho bodies.
