Chnery obbcd when she was taken
to a cell and breaking away from tho
court attendants, It was said she ran
head first Into tho bars In an attempt
to Inflict Injury on herself.

"She had been tolerating him only
because she learned that tho boy'a
father bad mado his $10,000 army In-

surance policy payable to tho child,"
said a Children's Koclety officer. "S.'io
married Cnnory soon uiicr iicKerman
joined tho nrmy two years ago. Hhe did
not caro for the child and placed him
In an orphan asylum on Htntcn Island.
Since sho brought him homo tho
neighbors nay sho has whipped the
child continually."
