It ordered demolished
the buildings thereon, leaving to. day,
square blocks of vacant property In

tho very heart of New York."
Tho Governor pointed out that the

City Administration, through Its
Hoard of Kstlmate and Apportion-
ment, requested passage of the legis-

lation.
ln another special mesage the Gov-

ernor requested tho Assembly to pass
the IJlack Hill designed to prevent n
surrogate or a county Judge receiv-
ing n nalary of J5.000 or more from
acting aa attorney In the county In
which he Is elected or appointed.
The bill has passed th Senate.
