Commander Read's Position Flashed to Eu-
rope and All Ships at Sea in
Record Time.

A partment to-day when & message was sent from Secretary
Roosevelt to the NC4 fiying to Newfoundland, s reply recelved
and relayed (o Paris, London, Panama, San Diego and ships at sen, all
within three minutea.
Naval officials sald no such speed had ever before been attained
in wireless communieations
At 11.18 Acting Secretary of the Navy Roosovell sent s message Lo
the NC-4 as follows:

“What ia your position? All kesnly interssted your progress.—
ROOBEVELT."

Two minutes Jater the radio oparator took the following reply from

Commander Read of the NC-4 on the desk &t the Navy Department:
“ROOBEVELT, Washington~Thank you for good wishes,
NC-4 s 20 miles southwest Beal Island, making 88 miles per
hour~READ.”

One minute later this message was bdeing relayed to all ships and
the big wireless station In Europe and Central America, The opers
tion was completed within three minutes and six minutes later messages
wera roceived from Panama and San Diego confirming receipt of the
message from the NC-4.

Radio ofMcials explained that the original message to the NC-4
was sent from Washington to the radio siation at Otter Cliffa, Malnoe,
J and relayed there to the plane In the alr, which replied by the same
rogte. On recelpt of the message from the NC-4 in Washington a radio
operator flashed it to Annapolis and New Brunswick, both stations
bteing connected on one key, and thege in turn flushed it broadcast. The
whole operation, which bean at 1118 A M., was concluded at 11.31.
Lieut. T. A. M. Craven directed the feat. which radio officials sald
would go down as oune of the most remarkable instancea of radlo
telegraphy.
