Throughout yesterday and last
night the police details established
Monday night as the result of the
Kastern bomb explosions were main-
tained at Federal and city public
buildings, banks, clubs and homes of
Government, State and city officials
who have been active In the suppres-
sion ot radical groups.

Judge Aldlrch declared that the fact
that the men are anarchist was suf
ficient-reaso- for deportation.

The circulars entitled "Plain
Words," found scattered about the
houses wrecked by dynamiters Mon
day night, were printed In Oils city
according to an announcement to-d-

by the police who aaserted that they
had the printing plant under sur
velllande.

The bomb which damaged the house
of Municipal Judge Atbort F. Haydea
in the Roxbury dlstrlot Is now be
lieved to have come from Buffalo,
where the polka say tho "Reds" have
a bomb factory. It la thought to have
been brought here packed In cotton
by a messenvor who later placed It
under the Hayden house.

Ernest Qraudet, who was arrested
yesterday In connection with the In
vestigation ot the bombing of the
Hayden residence, was arraigned be
fore Judge Hayden In the Roxbury
Court to-d- charged with tailing
part In the May Day riots. No
