"SOMETHING FAILED

TO WORK," SAYS REPORT

MADE TO COMPANY

New York Central Issues Statement
on Wreck, hut Falls to

Fix Ulanic.
Tho New York Central Ilullroml

oftlco here y Issued the follow-
ing accntnt of tho wreck at Dun-

kirk, compiled from tho latest ad-

vices received from officials of the
road at the scene of the collision:

' "At :.:o A. M. whlln the
second section of passenger train
No. 41, westbound from New York,
was standing at tho Dunkirk station

for repairs to tho Journal box, train
No. 7, which left New York an hour,
later, tollldid with the stalled tram.
Three sleeping cars on train 41 were
derailed und a baggage car and on
coach nf train No. 1. Tho engine of'
train No. 7 was overturned. I

"The engineer und fireman on train
No. 7 were killed, and so far five
other bodies hnvo been recovered.
Advices from the wreck show that
there nri approximately eighteen per-
sons In hospitals In Dunkirk and
twenty-fiv- e other people taken lo
holds. Horn were killed In all, and
three more are likely to die.

The total number of persons killed,
according to information received
Inter at the New York Central office,
Is nine.

Although tho block
signs! whs st against No. 7 It fullest
lo stop, and, as It flashed past,, the
flagman be hurled bis lantern Into
the emrtnp cab in the hope of attract-
ing the attention of tho engineer. Ho
said also he heard the whistle on No.
7 engine blow. Inillcutlng that the
men on that train were not una wit re
of ilnrwer ahead. ,

Tho evidence thus far nppears to
Indicate that the engineer wn.s on the
nlert and endenvored to apply his
brakeH In ihn .usual way, which
would have slopped his train within
nn abundantly safe distance, nut
something failed to work nbout the
brakes. The testimony thus fur Li

from where the nccldent occurred.
