Capt. A. A. Stewart, Q. M. C. In
charge of the Zone Surpius Property
Office at 31at Streot and Bighth Ave-
wus, has promised the co-operatisn
of his department and has forwarded
the Mayor's suggestion to Washing-
ton, where it will be acted on by army

There s to be no discrimination
by Lhe owners agwinst the union, and
union delegates are to be permitted
to board shipa for the purpose of or-
ganization,

The demand of the uniona for the
thres-watch system, which meanns the
eight-hour day, is1o ba submitted to
arbitration by a board of five. Of
those fAive one will be named by the
United Htates Shipping Doard as an
employer, one by the American
Steamshlp Association repressating
privale ownera, two by the unions and
one will ba neutral,

The terms thus outlined were pro-
poned by ihe RBhipping Board and the
Bleamship Assoclallon and were ap-
proved by the strike leaders, who pre-
dicted thelr quick pecepiance. It will
be necossary to obtain the rutification
of the voting wmembership of the
strikers’ organigations, but It will not
be necessiry to walt for this ratif-
cation befors starting the ships mov-
ing.

The enginesrs were present not as
