Hive dead and a score wounded was the penalty paid up to date
y for the lawlessness that has marked the police strike. Rioting

was resumed on the Boston Common shortly before noon to-da-y.

Three men were killed In the disorders of last night. Margaret

Walsh, wounded during the night in South Boston when the SJate Guard
fired on a mob, died this morning. Raymond Bayers, who wore the unU

form of a sailor, dropped dead from a bullet in thneck when he tried to
escape from soldiers who broke up gambling on the Common.

The situation was so grave this afternoon that Governor Coolidgc
y wired the Secrcrtiry of War and the Secretary of the Navy request-

ing that armed forces be held In readiness for a call to Boston. With six
regiments of State Guards under arms, the Governor has mobilised the
forces at his command.
