Fltzpatrlck said It was the policy
ot Chicago steel manufacturers as
woll as others to "handle labor with
machine guns,' "treat 'cm rough," he
added.

Senators took exception to the Unk-

ing of killings at the Standard Steel
Car Company plants with tho organ-
ization of the employees ot tho
United States Steel Corporation.
Fltzpatrlck admitted he did not know
the Standard was not a subsidiary ot
the "Steel Trust."

"Our contention Is that the Steel
Corporation dominates tho steel In-

dustry," ho explained.

PHIPP3 ASKS ABOUT FOSTER'S
RECORD AS RADICAL.

Senator Phlpps of Colorado, himself
steel manufacturer, took a leading

part In tho ctoss examination ot Fitz- -

Patrick. Ho seemed dissatisfied with
tho latter's answers, which frequently
woro indefinite whero numbers of em-

ployees or corporation connections
wero Involved.

"It would bo serviceable to the com
mittee to know something about your
own experience In tho steel business,"
Senator Philips suggested, Before Fltz- -

atrlck could anaswer the subject wns
changed and Senator Konyon asked
about tho radical labor record of Wil-

liam Z. Foster, Secretary-Treasur- er of
tlio workers' organization commlttoe.

Fltzpatrlck said he had seen the
statements published and discussed
In Congress by llepreaentatlve Cooper

of Ohio, but did not comment on

them.
He deplored tho practice of ques- -

tinning tho patriotism or nativity of
tho stool workers or tholr leaders,
saying:

"These men wero the backbono of
tho nation In the war. The mills
were tho flrst-lln- o trenches, their
task, working long hours under In

human condition,-- ! and sending their
sons to war, was harder In many
ways than that of the men who wont
to France."

Fltzpatrlck said of President Wil
son:

"Ho satisfied us that ho had tried
to bring about a conference witn
Judgo Gary and fulled."

Lot mo say to you, gentlemen," he
said a moment later, "thut If this
strlko continues It will not bo con
fined to tho steel Industry."

"And," ho added, "it the supposed
legal authorities ot Pennsylvania
continue to disregard tho rights of
mon, women' and children, nobody
can tell what will happen."

Fltzpatrlck characterized tho Penn-

sylvania Stato constabulary as "Cos-sack- s"

and a "strlko-brtukln- g Insti-

tution." He declared they had ridden
Into the kitchens of workmen's homes
In Homesteud and trampled women

and children In tholr homes and pub-ll- o

meeting places.

the average? A. No.

Q. Do you know tho rates paid or-dinary day labor? A. N'.v in
Chicago district It Is as low as forty
conts an hour.

Q. Is thnt less than paid other un-
skilled labor In that district? A. Oh
ju)', yes. i ininK no.

Q. Ho you mean to say that ordinary
unskilled labor In tho Chicago dis-
trict gets paid moro than forty cents.
A. Oh, yes.

Q. Have you vsltcd the stcol plants
personally and actually seen tho con-
ditions under which the men work,
and learned tho character of this
work? A. Oh, no. None of our

can get In tbo mills. We
visit tho men In their homes or at
meetings outside.

Q. Then ydur testimony of actual
working conditions and of wages is
based on hearsay? A. It's general In-

formation, published everywhere.
Q. You havo stated that the men re-

ceive "a more pittance" of wages
what a pauper would receive. Do you
think that Is a fair statement of tho
situation, from what you have been
told. A. Yes, I think so. Tho way I
reach that conclusion Is that there Is
a twclvo hour day. Home Ilfo is des-
troyed. You break down tho llfo of
the wlfo and children. It Is not a
question of money. We don't want tho
money. What wo want is happlneM
and wo can't get happiness with the
twclvo hour day.

Q. What percentage 6f tho men
work tho twelvo hour shift? A.. That
Is tho basis of operation In tho steil
Industry. Tho fact Is thnt a very frW
sklllod men work eight hours. Theso
may get ,20, 140, or 60 a day."

A. Yos, l
would, considering the wav thev've
got to earn It. Thousands upon, thou-
sands of men, however, nro doing tho
roughnst, hardest sort of work twelve
hours n day for 40 cents an hour."
CALLS 8ITUATION MENACE TO

ican Federation of Iabor had at-
tempted organization of tho unskilled
workers In the steel Industry.

A. "Yes, continuously. Hut tho op-
position und control of tho towns In
Western Pennsylvania are such that
organizations can't, operate. .Men's
civil and legal rights tiro shoved
ii side.
