Board Can Declare Any Com-

modity a Necessary of Life
(o Fight High Cost.

PENALTIES ARE HEAVY.

Supplies of Food, Fuel, Cloth-

ing, Etc., Are Under the
Closest Surveillance.

OTTAWA, Dec. 23. Tho effort of
the Canadian Government to reduco
tho cost or living- and limit profits to
a fair return Involved giving the
Board of Commerco absolute control
over tho necessaries of life, which aro

described In the Combines and Fair
Prices Act as food of any character,
clothing and fuel and any products,
material or ingredients entering Into
them, and "such other articles of any
description as tho board may, from
limo to time, by special legislation,
'prescribe."
I This means that it Is In tho .power

of tho Board of Commerce, for the
jiurposcs of tho law, to declare any
commodity a necessary of life. If a
complaint Is made of profiteering in
cometHilng which would ordinarily bo

called a luxury, and the board or any
of tho three commlsnloners decides

that tho complaint in well founded,

all tho board has to do in the direction
of starting relief is to declare that the
commodity which is tho basis of com--
plaint is a necessary of life.

'

Tho board has given power to for-

bid unrcasonablo'accumulation or tho
twltbholdlng o; products from tho
market and to enforco the salo nt
reasonable and just prices of excesses
of products held for tho purposo of
alc In a higher market. Tho power

of tho board to fix prices Is absolute.
On this point tho law provides:
AIR TIGHT CONTROL OF COLD

STORAGE WAREHOUSES.
"An unfulr profit shall bo deemed

to have been made when the
board shall declare an unfair profit
to havo been mado and an unfair
enbancoment of cost or price shall bo
euch enhancement as has resulted
from tho making of an unfulr profit."

Tho board has tho power to require
any person or corporation owning,
operating or conti oiling any cold
Btorago plant, packing house, can-
nery, factory, mine, warehouso or any
other premises in which any necessary
of Hie is prepared, manufactured, pro-

duced or stored, to furnltih, under oath
or affirmation, a complete statement
of tho business at any time Cold
storage managers aro required to tell
Just what they have on hand, whether
they own nil or any part of It, or aro

'holding 1t for others, how, long they
havo bad It, how much It cost origi-

nally and at what prlco It Is held
'for sale. Tho law gives the board
authority to Inquire Into any other
matter It may bo curious about with
relation to tho business of any cold
storage or warehouso company, and If
'the. Information called for Is not
forthcoming the board Is empowered
to eend Its own examiner or examln-'er- s

into any plant for tho purposes of
"investigation.

In tho course of tlmo the board will
havo In Its records a complete list of
every pound of food, every suit of

.clothes, every pair of shoes every-

thing subject to barter and salo in tho
Dominion of Canada. XI y that time
tho board will have become tho salos
manager of the Dominion, controlling

'the output of every manufacturer,
warehouseman, wholesaler, middle-
man and retailer.

Tho board is also granted control
pf patents. If a complaint Is made
that tho owner or holder of any
patent issued under tho Canadian
Tatcnt Act la using hla exclusive

BATTLE AT 1E

OF VICEROY FRENCH

BLAMED ON TROOPS

Coroner's Jury Finds Shot
Fired by Own Men Killed

Lieut. Boast.

MILITARY BULLET USED.

Verdict in Case of Slain Civil
ian Denounces Guard of the

Lord Lieutenant.

DUBLIN". Dec. 29. Lieut. Boast. Ihe
Officer of the Guard who meet death
In Sunday night's shooting affray near
the A'Iccregal Lodgo In Phoenix Park,
was "accidentally killed by a bullet
from bis own patrol party." It was
found by the JUry at tho inquest Into
the lieutenant's death held

The verdict or tho Jury In the case
of Ijwronce Kennedy, the civilian
victim of the shooting, whs ns fol-
lows:

"Tho deceased was killed on 1. s way
home through Phoenix Park by a
military pattol. We consider that the
military acted in a most heartless
manner."

Tho flringjed to the believe m some
quarters that an attack was being
made. against the. lodge, the residence,
of Lord tho Viceroy, whose
life- wns attempted last week.

Kvldence given by two soldlets of
tho guard showed that at 3 o'clock
on Sunday morning they, with Llout.
Boast, went on patrol itnd' saw a man
crossing the grass. When challenged,
tho man refused to reply und they
rushed him. Shots-we- re fired, and
tho Lieutenant fell.

The Corporal ot tho guard. It was
testified, fired nt ' the civilian, who
foil. Tho oldler swore they saw six
civilian shoot at the Licuteiiunt.
Tiiey fired at the civilians, but tho
latter disappeared.

Before the Inquest It was said that
Kennedy was a discharged soldier,
who. on Saturday night bud left
Stecvans' Hospital, whero he had re-

ceived neatment for Injuries which
ho declard ho had sustained from sol-

diers in tho Dublin Barracks. Four
arrests have been made. m

Private Kiddle testified that Ken-
nedy drew an uutomattc pistol, with
which he shot Lieut. Bo.ist In the
chest. The witness added thai tho
corporal of the guard, ono soldier and
Kennedy fired at tho same time. Tho
Lieutenant shouted:

"They've got mo."
Prlvato Barnwell swore that Ken-

nedy trlr-- to cat oil I. lout. Boast by
tho throat. Ono of the soldiors who
went to tho l.tcutotiani's relief said
he saw a man lying on tho ground.
When the witness tried lo turn him
over tho man fired two shuts at him,
whereupon the tvitncss fchot him in
the neck.

Tim stories of various military wit-
nesses differed materially rognrdlng
details of the affair; Tho testimony
established, liowover, that no pistol
was found on Kennedy's body, or neur
the place whero It lay.

The Coroner emphasized that tho
fragments of tho bullet which killed
Boast, piuduced in court, proved it
was a military bullet.

A number of guests were in the
Vkeregul lodgo when tho shootlnu
occurred. Women wore panic-stricke- n,

believing it was an attack
in, forco on French's home.

As n result of practical suspension
of transit service all over the city for
twenty minutes this morning, the
usual opening of tho New York Stock
Kxchange nt 10 o'clock was deforred
until 10.30. When the Exchanga
opened announcement was mado that
so many of tho members had boen
delayed In reaching their offices by
the transportation breakdown Uat
the Uxchange would tm closed to

half an hour later.
All Interborongli trains, "green

car" surface lines and many trains
on the Brooklyn P.apld Transit sys-
tem were tied up Just after tho peak
or the tush hour. The short-circuitin- g

of an oil switch In the main
power house nt 59th Street and Xlth
Avenue was given as tho cause.

Thousands rushing to tholr places
of business were held up. From 9 OS

until 9.2S not n subway or elevated
train in Manhattan or the Bronx
moved. Trains on tho Brooklyn and
Slanhattan bridges weie stalled. Traf-
fic was suspended on the West Knd
and Sen Bench lines In Brooklyn.

Sluch excitement was caused In the
subways by tho lights going out oci
tho trains, although thcio wns no
hiiggcstlon of n panic. Tho greatest
confusion occurred at tho transfer
points and ut busy stations, particu-
larly at the firand Central and Penn-
sylvania stations, whero tliousunds
wore transferring from commuters'
trains to tho Interborough subways.
