WASHINGTON. Jan. 15 -- Tho lid
will bo clamped down hard In New
York under tho dry amendment If the
plans of Daniel C. Roper, Commis-

sioner of Internal Revenue, do not go
astray. He has announced that he
will send additional men to that city
and that the law will be enforced
drastically. Conditions In New York,
he says, are bad but that ho looks
for a speedy improvement after to-
morrow night, when the Kighteenth
Amendment goes Into effect.

"We are golnc to enforco Prohibi-
tion," said Mr. Roper, "The. law is
plain, and people tntmt obey It. In
Boston the situation In satisfactory.
We are getting control there, la Chi-cag- o

and Now York conditions are
not so good, but I bolkive they will
become better. Wo arc preparing to
appoint fifty new men, all of thotn
Now Yorkers, to round up the viola-
tors of the law in that city. In Chi-
cago wo aro reorganizing our forces."

The Prohibition Amcndmcnl be-

comes oporatlvo at 12.01 o'clock Satur-
day morning. Then the agents of tho
Bureau of Internal Revenue will begin
in earnost to make tho Nation dry.

It has been an opou secret here
that Government oirioials did not in-

tend to be too drastic in their efforts
to carry out the provisions of the
tvartimo Prohibition Act, which was
forced upon the country by extremists
who saw an opportunity to enact their
views into law, but would soft pedal
until Jan. 1C.
