Truman VI. Newberry entered the
11S Henatorial campaign In Michigan
at tbo solicitation, of others and not

Murrtn. of Detroit, In outlining to the
Jury to-d- the attitude the defense
will assume toward the charges of
conspiracy and fraud for which 111
men are on trial. .

tha indictment, emphasising that con-

spiracy la the essence of the charges.
Mr. Murfln declared thews respond-

ents are charged with conspiring to
aid, altct, asslot and encourage New-
berry "to commit an offense, to-w- lt:

Tho offensa of expending moro of his
money than the law allows."

It was further argued that "under
jtho Michigan law, as long us ex-
penses come within tho eleven enu-
merated classes In the statute, there
is no limit as to the amount of money
a comralttco of a candidate's friends
can spend In his behalf."

"While thoro had boon rumors In
Michigan that llcnry Ford would bo
a Candida to for the Honatc, bis can-
didacy was actually announced on
June 14.
