Calls for Far More Millions Than
Necessary to Run Government in
191 6 New Bond Issue Impending

WASHINGTON. Feb. 4. Tho war ended flftccjt months ago, the army
has been demobllired, the United States Is actually at peace with all tho
world, but the Congress and the departments and bureaus of tho Govern
ment are running tho business of the
the result that the Nation Is headed toward a catastrophe. Unless tho
Congress comes to realization ot the outstanding fact that this Government
must get back on a peace basis at once, as a moasuro of
the United States will soon find itself in a financial pinch.

The effect of tho wartlmo orgy otff
expenditure of billions while a patrio
tic people stood back of their Govern-
ment without criticism or ((ucstlon la
still prevalent In Washington. We!
have travelled far on tho road of

slnco 1916, the year pre-
ceding our active war preparations.
The total cost of Uic Government in
that year was $1,048,000,000.

For the fiscal year ending June 30
the war establishment alone win cost
$1,704,000,000, almost $700,000,0004nor
than the total cost of Government In
1915. And for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1921, the war establishment
asks lor an appropriation of $1,203,- -
901.50E, although the army has been
reduced to 280,000 men. In 1916 the
wnr establishment cost $161,000,000.

This Instance is set forth here for
tho purpose of bringing to tho atten
tion of the reader at the outset con-
crete proof that our Government Is
still thinking in billions. An armed
force of 280,000 oaks, through the
War Dcph.rtme.nt, for sufficient funds
for the maintenance of a military
establishment embracing an army of
2,000.000 soldiers.

There Is a measuro of encourage-
ment for taxpayers In the fact that
representative F. W. Mondell. the Re-

publican floor leader, and other influ-
ential Republicans in the House have
Just agreed to drop tho universal mili
tary training feature from the Mil-
itary Hill at a saving of $700,000,000
per annum.

With 4,000,000 young men recently
discharged iroin the service full of
training and grounded In military
tactics, subject to the call of the Gov-

ernment, universal military training
at a cost sure to reach $1,000,000,000
per annum In a year or two should be
an unthinkable proposition In a na-

tion within reaching distance ot un-

bearable taxation. Thero aro fair
prospects that the Item will be elim-

inated in tho House. But
Senator Jamos W. Wadsworth Jr.

of New York Ib the "wet nurse" of
universal military training. He Is

Chairman of the Senate Committee on
Military' Affairs. If his past acts and
utterances are reliable guides ho will
light for universal military training
unless the taxpayers of the State of
New York, who furnish the backbone
ot the national Income tax receipts
and are about to be mulcted for a
State Income tax besides, send the
Senator somo news from home.

GERMANS RECALL

ENVOY FOR AC

ON WAR CRIMINALS

Lersner Leaves Paris Saying
He Refused to FoavanJ

Allied List.

INSULIN", Feb. 4. Baron Kurt von
Lersner. head of the German Mission
in Paris, has been relieved of that of
fice.

Haron von Lersnor, it is stated, had
received explicit orders to transmit
the expected Allied note on extradi
tion demands to his Government.

PAIUS. Feb. 4.-- Kurt von Lersner.
head of tho German Tcace Delegation
here, has returned to Premier Mlll-era-

the list containing tho names
ot Germans whose extradition Is de-

manded by tho Allies, which was
handed to him last night, and has
informed the Premier that he has re-
signed and is leaving for Berlin by
tho first train.

Immediately after receiving the list
last night. Baron von Lersner ad-
dressed the following letter to Pre-
mier Mlilcrand:

"Your Kxoellency has trans-
mitted to mo a nolo containing
the names of Germans whoso ex.
tradition Is demanded by the Al-
lied Powers.

"I remind Your Excellency of
my constantly repeated declara-
tions that no German functionary
would be disposed to be In any
way whatever instrumental In the
realization of the demand for
their cxtrndltion. I should bo In-

strumental in it were I to forward
to tho German Government tho
note of Your Excellency. I there-
fore send It back herewith.

"I have made it known to my
Government that I cannot remain
In office and that I shall leave
Paris by the next train."

The list of Germans accused
of violations of the laws of war
contains 896 names. England de-

mands 97 for trial, France and
Belgium 334 each, Italy 29. Poland
57, Roumonia 41 and Serbia 4.
The names of Germans ccmjrrised
in the first list, against whom
charges are preferred by all the
Allied nations, are included in the
above figures.

plied that T. A. Olllespic lias assocl'itod
with him in the work Snaro & Trlosi
and Torry & Tench who, ho said,
nre among tho best steel structuro
concerns iu the country.

Mr. Burr contended that this con-

tract, which provided that tho con-

tractors receive cost plu 15 per cent.,
was mado without the knowlcdgo of
the Public Service Commission and
that tho Public Service Commission
must havo known about tho details.

Comptroller Craig charged that the
Intcrborough, violated its contract
with tho city when It failed to obey
a provl. :.in that deficits shall be
cumulative and carried forward.

"Didn't tho directors know of this
eondttiuii when they were generously
panning out dividends to tho stock-
holders in March 11137" asked the
Comptroller of President Hedley.
