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IN WAR DEPT. DEMANDS!

Secretary Baker Figures Army Needs
ofi a War Basis and Asks $1,200,-000,00-0

192147,000 Civil Em
ployees an Army of 280,000.

WASHINGTON,-Feb- . 6. Examination of the estimates of appropri
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ations asked for by tho War Department for tho fiscal year ending June
30, 1921, establishes that the War Department not only falls to realize that
tho war Is over but thinks that, at several points included In War Depart-
ment activities, the nation is deeper in war than It was a year ago.

Many Items of contemplated expenditure for the coming fiscal year
aro hlghtr than appropriations made for tho same items In the fiscal year
which will close June 30 next Although the army organized to fight Ger-
many has been demobilized and the armed land force of tho United States
numbers approximately only 280,000 rnon, the War Department has uncov-

ered opportunities for spending money which did not exist when the de-

mands for appropriations were made up In the Summer and Fall of 191S

yii the American Expeditionary Forces were under arms.
Only eleven of the numerous Items In tho War Department estimates

calling for appropriations that should have been dropped or materially re-

duced at the end of the war furnish opportunity for learning how many
civilian imployecs are provided for. These items call for the employment
of 47,212 mechanics, artisans, laborers and clerks.

The labor market of the country is depleted and shortngo or labor is
tho chief cause of the high price of food. The War Department's effort to
continue war conditions would take, in eleven Items alone, 17,212 men out
of productive employment and fasten them on the Government payroll.

CAUSES A TWO-EDGE- D SITUATION.
A two-edge- d situation will result from this programme If it Is carried

through. The 47,212 will not only reduce productive Industry's output to
tho extent that productive Industry Is deprived of their, effort, but their
maintenance will be thrust upon the taxpayers, -- while their energy will
be bent toward the prosecution of u war which does nut exist.

Secretary of tho Treasury Glass announced last Novombtfr that the
gross Treasury deficiency on June 30, 1&20, would amount to $3,905,888,5-1-

and that the minimum gross deficiency on Juno 30, 1921 would amount to
$2,009,336,528 with a strong possibility that it would total closo to
$1,000,000,000. At that time tho estimates of tho War Department and all
the other departments and the bureaus of the amount which will be required
in tho fiscal year 1920-192- 1, were in.

All had been computed on a war basis on the assumption that war
conditions will prevail up to two years and eight months alter the signing
of the armistice.

It is quite natural that tho War Department, having taken part in a rral
wax. should doslrc to continue to function in a warllko manner, but thej
developments show that it is warring against tho overburdened taxpayers
rind that Its example has impregnated every branch of tho Government.

There are two military establishment plans before tho Congress, one
backed by Secretary Uaker, calling for the expenditure of a minimum of
$1,200,000,000, the other fathered by Senator Wadsworth of Now York, call-

ing for tllo expenditure of about $1,300,000,000. Secretary Baker's plan
asks tho country to spend In round figures $9S9,000,000 on tho military
establishment, $194,578,000 on coast fortifications, including $20,000,000 for
new work on the Panama Canal, $18,245,000 on tho Panama Canal proper,
$8,306,000 on Soldiers' Homos, &c, a fixed chargo on the country, and
$6,615,000 for the maintenance of tho War Department proper.

INTENT ON RUNNING COUNTRY ON WAR BASIS.
Tho demands of the War Department and tho military .establishment

cover many pages of the tablo of appropriations with wlch tho Congress is
wrestling, and space limitations compel confinement to only a fow items
of comparisons which will clearly show that Washington is intent on run-

ning the country on a war basis.
Right off the reel, as it were, pops out the cvidenco that tho War De-

partment figures-- we will bo more actively engaged in war next year than
we are this year although tho country rs at peace- - wiUi all nations. Take
the item "Pay of the Army."

For the year beginning July 1, 1920, $338,210,000 will bo expended for
pay of the army unless Congress takes steps to end tho war in "the Gov-

ernment bureaus. This year wo aro spending only $214,000,000 for pay of
tho army, and in 1910. when the Mexican border trouhlo was Impending,
pay of the army cost $50,029,000. In tho faco of a possible deficit, tho pM-pl- o

arp asked to pay tho army $124,210,000 more noxt year than they are
paying the army tills year.

In 1916 the Signal Corps cost $700,000. This year on a basis of appro- -
