Prohibition, Is Inclined to bo nothing
but fair, and wants to help us. Ho

can't do anything else Dut help us by
telling the truth "

As to Just what Mr. Cuvllller hopes
to prove by Mr. Miller, a statement
as Uj tho evidence "in tho hands of a
clergyman now In Albany," given
out about tho same time, may be a
clue. This statement was to the
effect:

First That thero Is in Albany to-

day a clergyman who has In his pos-

session documentary evidence of the
financial crookedness of the Antl-Su-lo-

league which will amaze Its sub-

scribers throughout the State.
Second That this clergyman has

promised to reveal this evidence
under stress of subpoena, provided
tho Judiciary Committee will protect
him against the attacks of William II.
Anderson, the leader of tho Anti-Saloo- n

League.
Third That this evidence will show:
(a) That tho league obtained money

under false pretenses.
(b) That the, leaguo two years ago

sent out from New York letters to
It's county and local superintendents
saying that they would ho Judged so
far as their status would be consid-

ered by the amount of money which
they might turn Int6 tho coffers of
the leaguo.

(e) That Anderson obtained from a
man of extreme wenlth a largo sum,
which he announced in tils publica-

tion, tho American Issue, would bo

devoted "to tho future activities of
the league and mysolf.

(d) That tho printed and existent
records of tho league show that this
money, which Anderson said would
be devoted to tho futuro activities of
tho league, was used solely to pay
the back salaries ot Anderson and his
associates In tho league.

eral , Sessions. The indictment was
based on the testimony of Policemen
Wheelwright, Sorger and Cushlng.
Tho first two were voluntary wit
nesses, .who, Iiftditoffextd tlielf.. tea--.

tlmony through Asststnnt District At
torncy James R. Smith nd hud de-

manded that Cushlng be called to
corroborate them.

Wheelwright und Sorger were for n
year detectlvps under Inspector ld

In tho Vlco Squad. They
worked most of the time In tho fourth
Inspection District, without tho
knowledge of Its commander, In-

spector Domlnlck Henry, and aro
credited with 165 arrests. Recently
they were transferred out of tho Vice
Siiuad and put on patrol.

According to District Attorney
omith, tho two policemen entered u

boose In West 9Cth Street Nov. 12

laJrt and declared that all persons In
It were under arrest. A man found
by them declared he was a Third
Deputy Commissioner of Police.

"That's what ttfey all say," the
policemen said they retorted. To their
embarrassment tho man proved his
Identity and ordered thorn to leave
him and a companion alone. Adclo
Goodell wns arrested, charged with
maintaining tho place. She waa ac-

quitted in Special Sessions, Jan. 11'.

Though the jiollcemen said they
had been ordered to forget the Inci-

dent by I'orter. who thev said had
promised to "take care of them as long
ns he wns In the department." Wlieel-wrlg-

said he mentioned It to Mc-

Donald. Later, I'orter sent for both
of tin and asked which one of them
had "squealed." He said he had
"wiuarred" himself with Commis-

sioner Knrlght according to the
Illcemen. Soon thereafter they were
transferred to duty In uniform.

Tho neglect or duty charged con-

sisted In a failure to aid In tho proso-cutto- n

of an Illegal resort of which
It Is charged tho Deputy Commis-

sioner had full Irnowledge.
. Tho Grand Jury ordered all papers
In tho ease impounded, Including the
record of the trial ot Adelo Goodi.ll.

A bench warrant was issued for
Porter and he was notified to sum-
mon himself.

Deputy Commissioner Porter was a
captain In the National Guard of
Pennsylvania when he came to this
city from Philadelphia. After com-
ing to this oity he Joined tho Nutlonal
Guard of this Stato and was Lieut,
Colonel of the Twelfth Now York In-
fantry when he was put on tho re-

serve list at his own request In 191C.

Police Commissioner McKay and was
secretary to CommlHslnnei' ICnnmil
until he was made Third Deputy. He
was married April.

Thirty families, many ot thorn with
young chlldrun and many members
sick, have been ordered to vacate
their apartments by Arll 1 and forty
others by May 1, so the buildings
can be torn 'down to moke space for

rnofforrpleture theatre to bo built
by Marcus Loow. Tho houses are at
and near the corner of Hrondway anil
83d Street, Including Nos. 223. 22.",

227, 229 nnd 231 on 83d Street and
No. 2301 Hroadway.

In No. 223 S3d Street Is Mrs. Chnrles
Winkler, a young woman about to
become a mother. Her husband has
been looking frantically but In vain
for a homo for her; everywhere ho
hns been turned away beeauso'of the
high prices demanded when he has
revealed tho condition of his wife.
No landlord would allow her to give,
birth to her child In his apartments.
Mr. Winkler will send his wife to n
hospital but Just whero ho will bring
her when she has recovered Is more
than he can tell.

In the same building Miss Catherlno
Hennessey, elghty-tlv- o years old,
blind and feeble, has lived for fifteen
years, her solo moans of support
being her niece, who has looked
ovorywhero for a homo for her but
without avail- Their means will not
permit them to pay tho profiteers'
prices, says SIlss Hennessey.

"My nlceo engaged nn apartment
yesterday," she said, "but some one
came nlonc behind her and offered
J20 more a month, and so we had to
start nil our worries again. It seems
a shame, they should tear down homes
to put up theatres when people are
almost In tho street."

Mrs. John Gallagher of No. 229 83d
Street haa three children, and because
of them has been unable to get a new
apartment.

"Everywhere I go," she said, "they
ask mo about tho slzo ot my family,
and when I mention the children that
settles It; thoy won't even llston to
mo. God only knows what wo aro
going to do."

Mrs. Patrick Touhcy of the same
address has a child ono year old, and
In sumo Instances has been refused
admission to apartments because of
It: her hii'h.ind Is a chauffeur and she

SENATE SPEEDING

TO FINAL VOTE ON
,

TREATY TO-DA-
Y

Starts the Session by Adopting
New Preamble to Ratifi-

cation Without Debate.

DEFEAT IS PROBABLE.

From 40 to 42 Votes Now
Claimed by Hitchcock

Against Ratification.

WASHINGTON, Muroh 19 With
all Indications pointing to n final vote

y on the peace treaty, tho Sen-

ate y took up tho preamble to
tho ratifying resolution. It met at 11

o'clock, an hour earlier than usual.
The Lodge amendment to tho pre-

amble wns first called up. It pro
vides that "a failure, on the part or
tho Allied and AssoclntciCPowers to
make objection" to tho Senate's resor
rations before tho American notlco
of ratification Is dnposlted "shall bo
taken as a full and final acceptance
of such reservations nnd understand-
ings by said Powers."

Tho preamble ns adopted last No-
vember required thut at least threo
Allied Powers notify this Govern-
ment through diplomatic notes of ac-
ceptance of reservations.

Tho amendment was adopted with-
out a roll call and with practically
no debate.

Eleventh-hou- r survpys of tho situa-
tion by the leaders of all tho various
factions convinced them, they declared,
that nothing can now change a slnglo
vote. Senator Hitchcock contlnuod to
predict from 10 to 42 votes ugulnM
ratification.

Hitchcock may ask a vote on un-
qualified ratification and on tho reser-
vations supported last session by tho
Democrats, and slnco then accepted by
President Wilson.

Senator Ilrandegco then called up
his nmendment to tho preamble
which provides that ratification shall
not take effect "unless the Instru-
ment of ratification shall have been
filed within sixty days after the adop-
tion of tho resolution of ratification by
tho Senate."

During debate. Senator Fletcher of
Florida, urged that the President bo
given ninety day In whloh to act
Instead of sixty oh provided in tho
amendment.

Ilrandegco nccopteel the change, but
his amendment was rejected 41 to 42.

The preamble, aa It then camo up
for the final fight on ratification, fol-

lows:
"That tho Senate ndviso and

consent to the ratification of tho
treaty ef peaco with Germany con-

cluded at Versalles on tho 23tli day
of June. 1919. subject to the fol- -,

lowing reservations und under-
standings, which uro hereby made
a part and condition of this reso-
lution of ratification, which mll-I- I

on Hon Is not to tako effect or
51nd tlio United States until the
said reservations und understand-
ings adopted by tho Senate have
tiecn accepted as a part and con-

dition of this resolution of ritlfl-catio- n

by tho allied and associ-
ated powers, and a fall uro on tho
part ot tho allied nnd associated
powers to make objection to gold
reservations and understandings
prior to the deposit of ratification
by the L'rvlted States shall be
taken un u lull and final accept-
ance of such reservations und
understandings by said powers "
