Phillip Cooper, thirty-si- x, a tailor
of No, :053 Prospect Avenue, tho
Bronx, waH walking In Howard Park,
on tho Kast Hldo this morning, when
a number of boys begun teasing him.
Cooper drow a jalr of ten-Inc- h tailor
sheers and n ltnlfo and attacked his
tormentors.

Immediately the pocked park was
In an uproar. Women with baby car-
riage fled creaming "Maniac!
Maniac!!' The.'boya' ran with Cooper
lifter them, stabbing right and left at
tiny one. Ire passed.

Morris Nlmkowsky. fifty years old,
superintendent of the building in which
is printed the Socialist newspaper For
ward, at No. ITS Kust Broadway, was
tho iirst victim. Cooper stabbed him
In the hert with the shears, and Nlm-owsk- y

died a few minutes later In the
Beth Israel Hospital. The dead man
lived at No. 194 Pulaski Street, Brook-
lyn, arid was one of tho founders of
Forward. At tho odlco of that pub-
lication It was said this afternoon there
is some ground for tho belief that tho
attack on Nlmkowsky was part of a
plan, to hold him up, as it has been
his custom for yenrs to puss through
Seward Park Friday morning on his
way from the bank to tho office w'th
the weekly payroll for tl riowspaper'ii
staff.

As Coopfer stabbed 'Nlmkowsky Jo-

seph Haul of No. 9 1- Essex Street
grappled with tho madman. Cooper
beat him off with kuifo and shoars.
Saul seized on overcoat from a pas-
serby and attempted to use it as a
bullfighter 'uses Ids scarf to blind
Cooper.
