Association Will Lower Prices-t- o

Meet Declining Whole-

sale Quotations.

Kood prices will bo lowered by

members of the New ' York Rcln.ll
Grocers' Assoclutlbn to keep ru4!
with declining wholesale. rates, ac
cording to a pledge given this morn-

ing by Peter H. Alner, President of

the Association, to 3. J. Prico, of the
.Department of Justice Flying Squad
ron. There are 300 grocers In the
organization.

At the close of his conforenco Mr.
Price declared that the squadron
would not rest on the assurance of
tho association, but wouId continue
IU investigations and that tne de
partment would take drastic action
In event any grocers fail to follow the
market quotations.

In explaining what would bo con
sldcred a reasonable price under the
agreement, Price gave the following
examples of what should bo
maximum charge for vegetables and
dairy produco by retailers: Uest
new Bermuda potatoes, 15c lb.; No.
2 potatoes, 10c lb.; best Georgia cu
cumbersv from 6c o 8c each, accord
ing to size; cabbages. 2 for ISc;
Texas onions, 8c lb.; ifrrah laid eggs,
59c doz.; beet butter, 6Jc lb.

These prices he said were based on
the daa quotations for wholesale
produce. As I'rloo finished reading
the list, a woman uptown on the
west side telephoned to complain
that a grocer had Just charged her
92 cents a pound for butter. Agent
Joseph Slffson was sent from .the
bureau In a hurry to chook up tho
complaint and take action against
tho grocer.

It Is the people's own fault If they
pay more than $T.50 for a pair of
shoes. The average person should
not pay more than $1, $5 or $6 for n'
pair of shoes. There Is no reason
why good shoes should bring the out
rageous price they do."

spoke George F. Johnson, the
shoe king, whose factories here man- -

facture 85,000 pairs of shoes a day.

It Is the consumer own fault
the high prices he pays for shoes,"
said Mr. Johnson. "Tho best shoe,
except for fancy trimmings, is $7.50,

and the average person should not
pay any more.

"The trouble with the consumer Is
that he thinks that If he does not
pay a high prlco for an article. It is
not good.

This in the fallacy that has
brought about a wave of extrava-
gance In the past that has reached
the superlative degree. I believe the
people will wako up.

"Shoes are like millinery. Fancy
prices scctn to make them better. If

ou don t demand a fashionable name
and nro willing to pay tho

dealer a reasonable price, you
can get shoes at prices that will
eliminate profiteering.

Tho trouble Is that people of mod
erate means refuse to go In tho high
ways and byways and purchase shoes
at modcrato prices. They always
want to reach tho highest. They want
to compote with tho persons of wealth
who can pay tho profiteers and not
feet It.

Tako the average working girl. She
buys tho samo priced shoes as women
on Fifth Avonue.

"It Is the same In the small towns.
All of this creates a demand for high
priced shoes, and they got thorn.

"Tho dealer In shoes Is encouraged
thercforo to movo to more fashion
able quarters whero his overheads
aro blghor, and qulto naturally too
prlccB soar accordingly.

'A common commodity like shoes
should bo bought whero theQverhcnds
are tho least, Tho few rich people
who don't mind high prices may havo
the high priced dealers.

"Such a dealer must thrive also,
and ho fills tho want of tho rich peo-

ple.
"This Is all very well and r have no

quarrel with the fancies and foibles
of theso pcoplo of wealth. But what
Is of utmost Importance is that the
avcrago consumer should not pay
profiteering on shoes.

"And this Is a matter entirely with-

in tho consumer. Ho doesn't havo to
