HOLDING UP BAKERY

ROUTED BY WOMAN

Fights Armed Men Who Shot
and Robbed Her Husband As

He Purchased Rolls.

CASH REGISTER RIFLED.

Highwaymen Escape in Lim-

ousine Without License Tag
Police Mum on Robbery.

Mrs. Delia Murray of No. 204 West
84th Street, attacked and put to
flight four auto bandits armed with
eight revolvers, who early this morn-

ing hefd tip the Fairbanks Bakery,
No. 688 Columbus avenuo and robbed
"the clerk and Mrs. Murray's ht.j-ban- d.

Utnouslno from which tho license
number tag had been removed, drew
up In front of tho bakery, in which
Mrs, Murray and her husband,
Stephen, wcro buying rolls for their
breakfast.

The chauffeur remained at tho
wheel of tho machlno. Flvo youi.g
men Jumped out Each of them car-
ried two revolvers. One remained on
tho sldowalk and four ran into tho
bakery, pointed revolvers at Joseph
Schwartban, the clerk, and Mr. and
Mrs. Murray. One of tho robbers
took $75 from the cash roglster and
another took JIM from Murray's
pocket.

Mrs. Murray grnbbed the man who
had robbed her husband. Tho rob-

ber's companions pointed their re-

volvers at the courageous woman and
threatened to kill her. She dofled'thcm

,Ccd. Murray jumped Into the
scrimmage and one of the robbers
fired at him. The bullet struck Mur-
ray In. the foot and his wlfo released
the bandit she was struggling with
and went to her husband's aid.

The four robbers ran from the
bakery nnd Jumped Into tho limousine,
which sped south to 92d Street and
then turned west.

Policeman James McCarr of tho
West 100th Street Station was at
97th Street when ho heard tho shot.
Ilo jumped Into a taxi and told the
driver to choe thn machine, which
ho could see starting away from the
curb In front of the bakery. When
the taxi reached 92d Street and
Broadway, tho llmouslno had disap-
peared.

At tho West 100th Street Police Sta.

the district, nnd know nothing about
