Advance of Invaders Checked In
North and Minor Successes In
South Are Reported by Warsaw
—Reds Bcfusc to Halt Attacks.

LONDON, Aug. 6 (United Press).—It was semi-officially
reported to-day that the Britith Cabinet had decided to take ac-
tion againsl Russia, which virtuaily amounts to war.

A high official in Downing Street said to the United Press:

“Altion has been ordered taken to help Poland against the
Bolsheviki. Preparations are going forward, full steam ahead.
One of the first things will be to give Poland military advice.”

LONDON, Aug. 6.—It is reported thaf Great Britain s rushing
preparations to help Poland, and while it has not been confirmed, there
is reason to believe that orders have already gone out to the naval com.
manders of the empire to resume the blockade of Russia,
