Funston to leave early y.

500 MORE TROOPS

WASHINGTON H EARS

WASHINGTON, Aug. 7. Advices

It ' is reported that a Russian
movement has . doyoloped in Por- -
sia that la lntorprotcd to moan

ohallcnge to Jlrlt1h Asiatic Inter
ests, and to Indicate a determination
on tho purt of the Uusslana to toko
tho offonAlvo generally against the
capitalistic" powers.

Old Gen. Kuropatktn, rtusslan cora- -
nuiudor In tho war with Japan, Is re-

ported at tho head of a vast army
moving on Teheran. Word came
from John L. Caldwell. American
.Minister In Persia, that tho Uus-slu- n

forces wero porllously near
to Tabriz and KcrmariKhaw, and Unit
Teheran might be evacuated at any
time. The Bhah of Persia with bis
family and his Government Is medi
tating a removal of tho capital.

Tho Uus.sl.in movement is In con
nection with thu Turkish, Egyptian
and Indian national raovoraent, and
opposing them are only 11.000 troops.

No one objected to arbitration
clauses In contrncts except tho steel
firms. Hut they cannot make the
claim thnt a city Job Is llko a gov-
ernment Job and must be finished
without a walkout.

Although the Bethlehem Steel Com
pany Is the lowest bidder It has not
yet neon formally awarded tho con-
tract. Action will bo taken at Mon
day's meeting of the bonid. Mean
while labor leaders In this city will
endeavor to Induce EsUmato Hoard
members to Insist upon an arbitration
clauso In all contrncts. If tho clauso
Is reinserted tho city may wait a long
time, for a steel bid, for It Is under-
stood that nearly all the big steel
construction concerns take the same
attitude as tho Dethlehem and the
