Carl Mays, whoso fast ball yester-
day delivered tho stroko which ended
tho llfo of Chapman, was also bowed
with grief. Ho was accompanied to
the District Attorney's ofllco by Man-
ager Speaker of tlio Cleveland, Sec-

retary McNIchols and a lawyer and
by Charles McManus of the Yankees,
After ho camo out of tho ofllco he
said to tho newspaper men; 4

"I was a straight, fast ball I threw,
muOIi as I bud delivered hundreds of
times and I can't understand ihow It
.happened. I followed Chapman Into
tho playors' bouse and he looked up
at me, and said; 'It's all right, Carl.
Everything- will bo all right- -'

"I never threw a ball with the In-

tention of hurting any ball player,
much melss Ray."

Chajpman was the first man to bat
In tho fifth inning. Ho was finning
ovor tho plate, crouching low. Mays,
who has ai underhanded delivery,
throw a fust ball. Chapman dodged,
but the curvo struck him on tho left
sido of the head.

Chapman, staggered forward and

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fell, but the thousands of spectators
had no Idea of tho. seriousness of his
Injury. Ho was rushed to tho St.
Lawrence Hospital In West 163d
Street, where It was declared he had
suffered a frncturo of tho skuIL

It was only after tho gam was
over that' Chapman's team mates
knew of tho posslblo fatal nature of
tho blow. Thoy sat Up at their hotel
all night waiting nowa from Uio hoa.
pltal.

A email piece of Chapman's skull
was removed In a futile effort to save
his life. Dr. Horan and Dr. Merrlgan
made 'an Incision 3 1- -2 Inches long
through the baso of tho skullon tho
left side. They found a rupture of
tho lateral sinus and a quantity of
clotted blood.

When Manager Speaker was In-

formed of Chapman's death ho
at the telephone. Not a few, of

tho ball playors wept, for they thought
tho world of tho merry happy short-
stop. Throo of the players, Johnrton,
O'Neill nnd Graney, wero 'inseparable
chums of tho dead man, having gone
on tho Cleveland team with him In
1912.

Tho heart was taken out of the
boj-- s by the shock of Chapman's
death and all thought of playing to-

day was banished from their minds.
The game was called orf officially
this morning.

Raymond Chapman was born in Me' 'Henry., Ky., Jan. 15. fS91. He had
been a member of the Cleveland
American League team since Aug. 30.
1912, and was considered one of the
best shortstops and most popular
players In the game!

Chapman played his flst profes-
sional baseball In 1309 with Mount
Vcrribiv 111. In 1910 he went to
Springfield. III., and from thero to
Davenporrla., jn the Threo I League.

Cleveland first obtained Chapman
from Davenport In 1911, and sold him
to Toledo In the American Associa-
tion on option. He was recalled to
Cleveland In 1912 and had played In
more than 1,000 games In an Indian
uniform.

Chapman was one of tho fastest
men In baseball. On Sept. 27, 1917,
Tim Murnane Day. nt Dostonhe won
a loving cup for the fastest time In
circling tho bases, doing it in fourteen
seconds.

In 1917 he broke alt major lengun
sacrifice hit records vdtfc a total of
67, and also led the American League
in aacrniccs in tho rollowing two
years.

H : was married last year to Cathn-rln- o
Daly of Cleveland, daughter of

M. B. Daly, President o tho East
Ohio Gas Company.
