P.fS. Smith, Victim, Head of

Auto Rim Co., Made a
Desperate Fight.

THIRD ROBBERi OUTSIDE

Kept Engine Running AH Es-

cape North From 53d Street
on 8th Avenue.

P. S. Smith, owner of the United
Auto Rim Company at No. 223 West
83d Street, nenr Broadway, occupying
'the third loft, was called from his
private office at' a Uttle aftor 3 o'clock

y to see two callers. One of
them, whom Smith recognized as a
man he had seen frequently about
Broadway and 42d Street, camu for-wu- rd

with a smllo as though of old
acquaintance.

As ho reached Smith tho man swung
a heavy army revolver from under
the skirt of his coat and pointed It
closo to Smith's face. Smith reached
out with his first, striking the man on
the wrist. The revolver was knocked
twenty feet across tho floor. As tho
man recoiled Smith caught up a heavy
screwdriver from a table with which
he swung a heavy blow to the other
man'B face 'before starting for an open
window to call for help from the
street.

Tho second man sprang at him.

catching him about tho knees with a
football tackle, so that he fell and
then struck him iff tho face with tlio
barrel of a revolver. Tho llrst robber,
recovering, ran up and kicked Smith
repeatedly on the head and In tho
face whllo tho second turned out tho
prostrate victim's pockets.

A wallet 'eonta nlng $18,500. which
Smith was about to deposit In bank
and an unset diamond of 6.70 carats
worth $1,500 wero token from his
clothing.

Smith got to his feet and ran after
tho pair shouting as they ran to the
stairs.

son Sets World's Record.

LONDON', Sept. 4. Tho British-America- n

athletic imeet at the
Queen's Clufb y, with Olympic
stars of each nation In competition,
ended in a tie. Fttve events went to
America and five to Kngland.

Bngland scored two victories at the
start of the meet iby winning tho 120-ya-

hurdles and tho half-imll- o relay.
Earl Thompson, tho Dartmouth

star, running for Canada, set a new
world record for a grass track when
ho won the 120-ya- hurdles In
14 6 seconds. (The record for a
cinder track Is 14 H. E. IBarron,
Philadelphia, was second and Walekr
Smith, Chicago, third.

Davidson of New Zealand .was the
first home for England in the half- -

mile relay, finishing six yards ahead
of his Ynnkeo rival. His time was I

minute, 2ft 3- -6 seconds. The Ameri-
can team was composed of F. J. Shea,
Navy!
