Football at Local Colleges

With New Coaches on Job
In for Biggest of Years

Columbia and Fordham Have Promising Material and Outlook
for New. York University Is Rosy.

tho scnsaUoruil
AUT1DOUOII threo Greater New

York toonis in both leagues
has detracted considerable atten-
tion from the early commencement
of the coming football Beason, it has
not tended to dampen tho ardor or
enthusiasm of metropolitan football
followers, nor affected their predic-
tion that the coming season on the
gridiron will outrank that of any in
the annals of tho gamo.

Coaches of tho popular Intercollegi-
ate oport have expressed tho opinion
that football sutferod Infinitely dur-
ing the lost few years as a result of
the late war, inasmuch as a large
number of the student body who
were potential athlotlc factors, left
college to don a suit of khaki and
did not return to resume their
studies an late as tho fall of 1913.
after bolng demobilized Into civilian
1 fo. Many, however, following tho
lull In the glamour of war's after-
math have reconsidered their inten-
tions and aro flocking back to college.
This has been tho chief reason foi
this year's optimistic outlook, not
only In Now York but throughout thp
country.

The slight change mado In the rules
can almost be accepted au negligible.
Clipping being forbidden whothcr or
not the ball Is dead: If dono to the
man obviously out of tho play; theunnecessary roughing of tho forwardpasser if tho often so Is committed
after the pass Is mado. Tho punt out-boln-

abolished, allowing tho team
making tho touchdown to take the
ball straight out In front of tho goal
posts to make its try for a goal, nnd
a few mora minor changes which will
In no way hamper the playing one
way or another, except eliminating
unnecessary rough and uncalled for
tactics.

Local interest seems to be focused
chlclly In the direction of Columbia
University. Not that tho llluo nnd
Whito have any players of Individualgreatness, or the material, collec-
tively speaking, la anything extraor-
dinary. But tho Morningsldo Insti-
tution has enlisted tho services of a
coach par excellence In Frank (Buck)
O'Nell, formerly mentor of Syracuse
and Colgate, one of tho greatest
football tutors of this generation.
