County Judge Mitchell May.

Judge May recalled tho adae that

tion deserved a fair nnd honest trial.
Tho Intention of, law wai;. he said,
"to establish peace, bring happiness
and contentment, und npt to restrain
C.tliens uni easonablS' lil tholr free-
dom of action." Tho danger of pass-'n- g

b.ws that will not. to respected
was apparent, he pointed out. and
&uch wiactmont3 tended to create only
liscontont.

"Long since men recognized the ad-

visability of keeping church and State
apait," said Judge May. "Lot us go
slowly before enacting antlfiuated.
discarded and unnecessary laws that
may bring down upon our heads a
feeling of discontent, dissatisfaction
and untest and which may fan anew
the flames of Bolshevism, which so
far, fortunately. Is small and unma-

tured and has found hem no grounds
In whtoh the feeds may thrive and
develop."

Judge May said a general duty was
imposed to dbservc religious exer-
cises on Sunday, und to follow the
ten commandments.

"But," he continued, "Wo are a
cosmopolitan people, nnd the man
who works hard all week Is entitled
to rest, refreshment and enjoyment.

"Wo can direct that tho Sabbath
tes'j-lcte- to rftllgloun services, but we
cannot by law mako people rellgloua.
We cannqt make them respect tho
law, but we can cosily create a feel-
ing of resentment, dissatisfaction and
unrest."

Tho Judge said that tho social
problems of this city are cntjrrly dif-
ferent from those of any other, and
rules generally applied clMswhero lu
tho Nation are not applicable here.
Ho defended banoball and other ath-
letics as good Sunday pastimes.

Judge May spoke of tho general
criticism of the City Administration,
especially the Police Department. He
said he held no brief for the Admin-
istration, which no doubt had Its
faults.

"But," ho added, "I still bellevo we
hao the finest Pollco Department In
the, world."
