nizance but the Stato Department
which enforces passport regulations
ruled he should be deported.

Tl OVER ROOFS

Fugitives Held as Robbers
Policeman 'Recognizes One as

His "Buddy" in A. E. F.

Three men who ore charged with
burglary wore captured nfter an ex
citing ohaso, over roof tops in Kaat
Sixteenth Street this afternoon. Tho
blowing of police whistles attracted
thousands to the street and in the
Washington Irving High School
classes were suspended while the
pupils rushed to the windows to
watch the police In action.

Patrolman Patrick English was at
Third Avenue and 16th Street when he
heard cries of "Police 1" coming from
a window at No. 136 East 16th Street
Running to the place, ho was informed
by Mrs. DIctel, who runs it as a room-
ing house, that robbers were at work
on the fourth floor. English rushed
up the stairs and, reaching the top
floor, fiaw three men escaping to the
roof.

Just as English Touched the
roof ho stow a man dftjcendlng
through i OotitUo .Into the house at
No. HO. lie sounded his police
whistle and erpooded across the roofs
and "captured tho man. Lieut Cor-
nelius Wiltemso of the East 22d Street
Station, who responded to tho whlutlc,
took tho (prisoner, who said he wus
Henry Klingcr or No. 436 East 80th
Street

English looked over the edge of the
Toof and caw a man descending a

e. He drew his revolver
and called to tho man to stop and
made him clamber back to the roof
where he was made a prisoner. This
man was recognized "by Patrolman
English na Robert Miller. The pa-

trolman and tho prisoner had served
together in the "Lost Battalion" in
Franco. Miller gave his address as
No. 186 Avenue B.

As Patrolman English and (Lieut
Willemse were descending with their
prisoners, they heard a commotion in
a dumbwaiter, and, looking into the
shaft found a man hanging from
the third floor by a rope, ill was
quickly dragged out and iput under
arrest.

Harding Opposed Elaborate
Ceremonies When Told of

S500 a Week 'Room Rates.

WILL RETURN $200,000.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 11. The
Washington hotol keopera killed tho
gooso scheduled to lay the golden
eggo in March. Tho outrageous
prices agreed upon by the hotel pro-

prietors was tho underlying cause of
President-elec- t Harding's decision to
have tho Inaugural ceremonies simpli-
fied, according to Senator Harry S.

iNcw of Ir.dlona. cJosq personal friend
or tne iTowacni-euec- r.

Tho hotel men got togolhor some
weeks ago and fixed rates for the
inauguration. It was agreed that nil
visitors who secured hotol aofcommo-datlo- ns

would bo compelled to take
their rooms for a week, and the
prices fixed run from $73 to $500 per
week per room. On top of this day
room rates wore to "be advanced
sharply, protbably 25 to BO per cent.

The committee on inaugural ar-
rangements. Senator Now said, tried
to get the hotfil men to recedo from
their attitude, but without avail.

Whitman,
tho ipcclal prosecutor Investigating
tho City Administration, that police-
men offered by the Mayor and used
by him bo instructed to lgnoro sec-

tion 18 of tho pollco regulations re-

quiring them to report In detail to
tho (Police Commissioner.

John F. Sinnot, Hylan's secretary,
told Mr. iSwann the Mayor was too
busy to see him and that a letter
awaiting dim at the District1 Attor
ney's olllce would explain the May-
or's attitude. Mr. Swann went back
to tho Criminal Courts Building and
found tho following letter:

'Roferrlng to your telephoned
request for an appointment, ho
wishes to Inform you that in
view of tho comment in tho dally
press, labelling the inquiry as the
"Hylan - Swann investigation,''
which as you know, was insti-
gated by yourself, It would bo im-

possible for him to confer with
you.

Whitman, who decided it should be

ject under investigation.

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UNDER TUBE TRAIN

Richard W. Humphrys Swoons
and Falls to Tracks at

Erie Station.

Richard W. Humphrys, forty-nin- e

years old, ot No. 106 Walnut Street,
Rldgewood. N. J, a member of the
woollen firm of W. B. Leonard of No.
225 Fifth Avenue, Manhattan, nar-

rowly escaped death this morning be-

neath a train nt the Erie tube station,
Jersey City. His rescue. Injured but
not fatally, was accomplished by the
heroic work of Dr. Mlchaelson of St
Francis Hospital

Mr. Humphrys, raddonly grew faipt
as he stood at the platform edge look-

ing toward an approaching train and
toppled over between the tracks, Im-
mediately in front of tho train. The
first car and part of tho second passed
over him before the train responded
to the emergency brakes.

Dr. Mlchaelson crawled under the
stalled train, p&sslng over the third
rail. He found Humphrys' still able
to talk, although he shortly lapsed
Into unconsciousness.

"My overcoat has caught In the
Ironwork and Is pulled over my
head," said the victim of the acc-
ident Dr. Mlchaelson managed to
cut tho coat off and then pulled tho
man from beneath the car. At tho
hospital It was said be suffered from
a possible fracture of the skull, and
outs and bruises on the head and
body.

Mr. Humphrys escape from death
teneatfa the train was regarded as
littlo nhort of, miraculous by tube
employes, for the motor box, which
hangs hut 4 2 inches above the ties
and extends the width of the track,
passed ovor him, as did the control-
ler box, only an Inch higher. Many
women fainted when they saw Hum-
phrys disappear under the train.

Thousands of persons were delayed
reaching Manhattan through the tie-u-p

resulting from the accident Trains
were stalled from 8.16 to S.S6 A. M.

MOOSE FACTORY, ONTARIO, Canada, Doc. 21, 1320. Dear Dad

and Mother: Uy the time this letter reaches you your worries will prob-
ably be over, for tho Caplaln will havo Informed .you ot my safety. I
can only tell you tho trend of the. story now and explain all In a long
letter next time I write

I took a balloon out on Monday, Dec. 13, and carried two passen-
gers, Lieut. Fnrroll and Lieut. Illnton, who was tho pilot that flow the
NC-- 4 across the Atlantic with Itecd.

A fierce storm hit us that night and finally we were forced to land
next day on account of low ballast We found wo had flown miles out
of civilized country and north over fields, lakes and forests covered '

with snow and Ice. Wo had to land TueBday at 1.30 P. M. We did not
know where we were. Wo had no charts, only a compass, three carrier
pigeons and no food. Our food had all been eaten In the air, for we
flew twenty-fiv- e boura before landing. Wo were wet and cold and hun-

gry. Our flying suits were so heavy wo had to cast them off and walk
In our thin uniforms. I had on my light summer underwear as always.
It was bell and misery.

We could only walk for about two hours ut a time and build a
fire to keep our feet from freezing, then start walking again. At nlgbt
we could not sleep, regardless ot how hot our tiro was, it snowed so
bard and the ground was so wet. Snow water was all we had to drink.
MISERY LASTED FOR THREE DAYS.

Wo lived on two carrier pigeons,' which luckily I did not send
hack with messages. The misery lasted for three days, loat and no
signs of bopo or habitation In sight Friday, atter having followed a
small river from whore We first landed In the balloon, I discovered
sled tracks In the Ice, and we set off to follow them. If we bad not
fonnd these-- tied tracks wo would not be llrlng y. We followed
tho tracks for at least five miles". They led into a large lake of Ice at
least two miles wide. After walking along for about an hoar on the
lake la the direction the tracks led, we spied a man about a mile ahead
of BS.

After many wild shouts and signals of distress I managed to stop
htm and gof to blm to tell htm to help us find a town or oome bouse,
food and clothing.

Much to my dismay, I found he could only speak in hla native
Indian tongue, but after many signs I made him understand the con-

ditions ot myself and my companions, Lleuts. Fttrroll and Illnton
were played nut. He (tho Indian) led me for two hours through
snow and ice to the place whoro to my Joy I found a settlement ot
white fur traders and Indiana.

After despatching a rescue party for friends I ate ferociously for
about an hour to satisfy the cravings of my famished self. We are
now doing well and recuperating at this port, being taken care ot by
the manager ot tho Hudson Bay Company post, Moose Faatory. It is
located at the mouth of the Moose River, which runs Into Lower Moose
Day, part of Hudson Bay. I figure to-d- ay that by direct air line I
was about 826 miles from Rockaway Beach and about 1,500 miles by
rail. I never conceived when lost In the woods that we were so far
north.
MILDEST WINTER IN TWENTY YEARS.

The settlers toll us that this .Is the mildest winter they have had
In twenty years; so you see God was with us and saved us from death,
as last year at this time tho wcather'was 20 to 30 degrees below sero.

We are 200 miles from the nearest railroad station, Mattlce, and
as soon as suitable clothes are made for us to stand the climate wa
are going to start by dog sled from here and walk to that point,

This will probably be about Monday, Dec 27, Dad'a birthday. It
